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Puerto Rico and Costa Rica won in Juana Díaz 
  
JUANA DÍAZ, Puerto Rico, June 9, 2023.- Puerto Rico and Costa Rica won 
their games on the first day of the 2023 Women’s NORCECA International League 
Final Four at Coliseo Dolores "Toyita" Martínez. 
  
This tournament is a qualifier for the 2024 FIVB Volleyball Challenge Cup (VCC), 
which offers the opportunity to qualify for the Volleyball Nations League, the most 
important annual international tournament of the FIVB with the participation of the 
best 16 teams in the world. 
  
Puerto Rico defeated the US Virgin Islands team with sets of 25-13, 25-22 and 25-
16. 
  
Alba Hernández and Karla Santos with 10 points each for the locals, Dariana 
Hollingsworth with nine points, and Paola Santiago with seven. For the US Virgin 
Islands, Anna Gillens with 11 points and I'tiana Taylor with eight points. 
  
“It is always important to start with a win. The nerves of the young players were 
seen a bit, but it was a great game to get rid of those nerves. We go from less to 
more. Tomorrow, we go against Trinidad & Tobago, and then Costa Rica. It is a 
great victory, but a lot to study and improve for the next two games”, Fernando 
Morales, coach of Puerto Rico said. 
  
"It was fun. Puerto Rico is a good team. We are going to improve. We are learning 
the game and understanding it a little more and I had a good time. It was, you 
know, nobody wants to lose, but if I'm going to lose, I lose well. Tomorrow, we 
have Costa Rica. That is a different game. I hope we come here and play well 
tomorrow. We hope 
to come out with a win,” said Isaac Raphael, coach of the US Virgin Islands. 
  
  
Meanwhile, Costa Rica claimed its first victory defeating Trinidad & Tobago (20-25, 
25-19, 25-17, 25-16). 
  
Marcela Araya was the best scorer for Costa Rica with 18 points, Tatiana Sayles 
Marín and Mónica Castro with 16 points each. For Trinidad & Tobago, Channon 



Thompson led all scorers with 20 points, 16 in kills, three in blocks and an ace. 
Krystle Esdelle with 16 points and Kelly-Anne Billingy with six points. 
  
Pablo Acuña, coach of Costa Rica said: “It is very important to start with a victory. 
And more than a victory, what we focused on was how we played. We played very 
well on an offensive tactical level. We knew that our first offensive weapon would 
be the serve. The first set we did very well, we just lowered the intensity a bit in 
our attack. We improve it in the second. It is important for us to start off on the 
right foot and improve with each game”. Rica 
  
“It is the first game for many players in several years. In the first set we started 
high and then lowered the pass. We are going to go game by game, day by day,” 
Trinidad & Tobago coach Saleen Ali said.

Puerto Rico y Costa Rica ganaron sus respectivos  juegos en el primer día del 2023 
Women’s NORCECA International League Final Four en el Coliseo Dolores "Toyita" 
Martínez. 
  
Este torneo es clasificatorio para el FIVB Volleyball Challenge Cup (VCC) de 2024, 
que ofrece la oportunidad de clasificar a la Liga de Naciones de Voleibol, el torneo 
internacional anual más importante de la FIVB con la participación de los mejores 
16 equipos del mundo. 
  
Puerto Rico derrotó al equipo de Islas Vírgenes Estadounidenses con sets de 25-
13, 25-22 y 25-16. 
  
Alba Hernández y Karla Santos aportaron 10 puntos cada una para las locales, 
Dariana Hollingsworth con nueve puntos, y Paola Santiago con siete. Por Islas 
Vírgenes Estadounidenses, Anna Gillens con 11 puntos, I’tiana Taylor con ocho 
puntos. 
  
“Siempre es importante comenzar con una victoria.  Se vieron un poco los nervios 
de las jugadoras jóvenes, pero fue un gran juego para botar esos nervios. Vamos 
de menos a más. Mañana vamos contra Trinidad & Tobago, y luego viene Costa 
Rica. Es una gran victoria, pero mucho que estudiar y mejorar para los próximos 
dos juegos”, indicó Fernando Morales, dirigente de Puerto Rico. 
  
“Fue divertido. Puerto Rico es un buen equipo. Nosotros vamos a ir mejorando. 
Estamos aprendiendo el juego y lo estamos entendiendo un poco más. Y lo pasé 



bien. Fue, ya sabes, nadie quiere perder, pero si voy a perder, pierdo bien. 
Mañana tenemos a Costa Rica. Ese es un juego diferente. Espero que vengamos 
aquí y nos presentemos bien mañana. Espero salir con una victoria”, dijo Isaac 
Raphael, entrenador de Islas Vírgenes Estadounidenses. 
  
Mientras que, Costa Rica se apuntó esta noche su primera victoria en cuatro 
parciales ante Trinidad & Tobago (20-25, 25-19, 25-17, 25-16). 
  
Trinidad & Tobago sorprendió a Costa Rica en el primer parcial al dominar, 25-20. 
Costa Rica pudo hacer sus ajustes en su juego y llevarse la victoria. 
  
Marcela Araya fue la mejor anotadora por Costa Rica con 18 puntos, 17 en 
ataques; Tatiana Sayles Marín y Mónica Castro con 16 puntos cada una. Por 
Trinidad & Tobago, Channon Thompson con 20 puntos, 16 en ataques, tres en 
bloqueos y un ace.
