Su capitana Brittney Page elogió la fortaleza de las boricuas, “tienen 
muy buen saque y controlaron el partido, ahora nos seguiremos preparando 
para Toronto, pues esos Juegos Panamericanos serán de mucha emoción para 
la gente de mi país”.

Puerto Ricans outclass Canada in 3 sets 

Canada did not get a moment’s peace with the Puerto Rican team who 
outclassed them today in three sets in a row 3-0 (25-21, 25-17, 26-24) in 
the closing day of the NORCECA Women’s Final Four Champions Cup which 
places them at the doors of the qualifications for the World Cup. 

With a solid block, the Puerto Ricans took the initiative all the time 
and even in the third set they were able to come from 2-point behind at 
the set point (22-24) thanks to an impressive 4-point rally.  

The offense was reallocated among Aurea Cruz (13), the sisters Karina 
(12) and Sheila Ocasio (12), and Stephany Enright (10); while by the 
North Americans only two players had a double-digit tally: Tabitha Love  
and Jaimie Thibeault, 10 apiece.  

“I knew my team, in a decisive match as the one just played, would show 
their maturity because it was necessary a resounding victory. Now it only 
remains for us to wait for the result of the game between Dominican 
Republic and Cuba”, commented José Mieles, the Caribbean coach. 

Captain, Yarimar Rosa, expressed that “We are quite happy for the team’s 
performance today in addition to the triumphs clinched versus Cuba and 
Canada. Therefore, so far, we have attained what we needed.” 

German, Arnd Ludwing, coach of the North Americans, rated this match as 
probably the worst one in the event held at the Sport City Coliseum. 

Puerto Rican pass was really good. Our service did not get its goal as we 
were not able to make pressure and subsequently our rivals created 
different game situations. Moreover, we did not make any damage with our 
block either; on the contrary, theirs did get it and that’s why we lost 
the match”, stated.  

Their captain, Brittney Page, praised the Puerto Rican power. “They have 
a good service and thus they could control the game. Now we have to keep 
on preparing for Toronto as the upcoming Pan American Games at home will 
be very exciting for our people in our country.” 

Dominican Republic and Cuba go to World Cup 

Cuba’s victory over Dominican Republic 3-1 (22-25, 25-18, 25-
13, 25-23) on the final day of the NORCECA Women’s Final Four 
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Cup and Cuba brought about both teams assured the available 
berths for the World Cup in Japan, the first Olympic 
qualifying event.   

With two triumphs in the tournament, the Dominicans qualified 
for the qualifier in Japan since their winning set.  

From then on, the host players increased their attack by 
being aware of only winning the three following sets they 
could clinch the remaining ticket for a better point average 
than Puerto Rico who, in the first match of the day, had 
swept away Canada 3-0.   

Melissa Vargas was the top-scorer (20), followed by Alena 
Rojas and Sulian Matienzo, 13 apiece. For the visiting team, 
Marianne Fersola was the only one with a double-digit tally 
(10).  

Roberto García, local coach, expressed excitedly that “today 
we only expected to win. My girls needed it, I think. They 
respect the Dominicans for their results, but they battled 
for the success and their qualification to the World Cup.” 

Their captain, Matienzo, referred to “we all knew our 
performance was decisive and much more as the Puerto Ricans 
also had hopes alive just depending on what we could do. So 
it was only in our hands on the court and not anyone else’s. 
That’s why we are extremely happy.” 

Brasilian, Marcos Kwiek, Dominicans’ coach, recognised that 
“Cuba played a good game. We came to qualify for Japan and we 
got it despite having many players injured who had been 
complaining since the first day and I could not take any risk 
with them. After this berth, we have several commitments this 
year in a very long season. Anyway it was a hard-fought 
match, except in the third set where we had many problems.” 
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Dominican, Prisila Rivera, expressed that “Cuba offered 
unexpected resistance. Obviously we were already qualified 
and we played much easier. Nevertheless, the local team 
performed an awesome game. They came from behind in a very 
short time. If they continue playing together, it will be a 
difficult team not only for us but also for any squad 
worldwide.” 
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
