Puerto Rico 3, Surimane 0

Dominican Republic beat Mexico 3-0 (25-20, 25-19,
25-22) in the gold medal match to become five-
time U23 Women’s Pan American Champions.

Madeline Guillen scored a tournament high of 22
points, on 18 attacks and 4 blocks to help
Dominican Republic finish the tournament with
perfect mark and retaining their championship for
the fifth time, the same number of editions of the
event. Mexican leading scorers were outside hitters
Grecia Castro and Atenas Gutierrez with 12 and 11
points respectively.

Dominican Republic’s strongest skill was their
blocking, subduing Mexico with an impressive 16-9
advantage. Mexico held a one-point advantage in
attacks (33-32); both teams scored one ace.
Dominicans limited their unforced errors to 18
points in comparison of 26 from the Mexican side.
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
