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> United States and Dominican Republic Advance Undefeated to the Semifinals

SAN JOSE, Costa Rica, November 6, 2025. — The United States and the Dominican Republic
advanced undefeated to the semifinals of the 2025 NORCECA Girls’ U17 Continental
Championship, being held at the Gimnasio Nacional in San José, Costa Rica.

In the quarterfinal round, Canada will face Puerto Rico and Mexico will play against Costa
Rica.

United States 3, Cuba 0

The United States dominated Cuba 3-0 (25-11, 25-14, 25-17) to finish first in Pool B. With a
perfect 3-0 record without dropping a single set, the United States advanced directly to
Saturday’s semifinals. Cuba (0-3) will move to the classification round for positions 5 to 8.
The United States outperformed Cuba in every scoring category, leading 38-13 in attacks, 11-
2 in blocks, and 17-5 in service points, while giving away 22 points on errors compared to
Cuba’s 9. Team captain Lexi Coleman led the U.S. with 11 points, followed by Maya Ogbogu
with 10, both playing in the first and third sets. Anelys Morales and Yusdely Cabrera led Cuba
with 5 points each. The U.S. jumped to an early 12-3 lead in the opening set, executing strong
swings from multiple positions and serving effectively to keep Cuba out of system. Cuba
started better in the second set, taking an 8-5 lead behind Cabrera’s offense and extending it
to 10-5 with help from Yacina Vizcaino. However, Mary-Christine Crutcher’s powerful kills and
serves helped the U.S. tie the score at 11. A massive spike by Julia Masselink and a Cuban
error put the U.S. ahead 16-14, with Madison Middleton adding key plays as the set closed
with a service ace from Kaelyn Easton. The third set was tightly contested, tied at 11 and later
16-14 in favor of Cuba after a block from Lauren Correoso over Ogbogu. But steady serving
from Mesa Jameson and a spike from Coleman turned the tide, giving the U.S. an 18-16
advantage they would not relinquish.

Mexico 3, Puerto Rico 0

Mexico closed pool play with a straight-set victory over Puerto Rico 3-0 (25-16, 25-19, 25-17).
The defending NORCECA U17 champions, Mexico, finished second in Pool B with a 2-1
record, while Puerto Rico (1-2) placed third. Both teams will compete in Friday’s quarterfinals.
The United States, first in Pool B with a perfect record, secured a direct berth to the semifinals.
Mexico held a dominant 40-19 advantage in attacks and led serves 5-0, while Puerto Rico
was stronger in blocks (8-4). Mexico committed one fewer error than Puerto Rico (25-26).
Mexico’s captain Emily Camarena led all scorers with 15 points (14 attacks, 1 ace), followed
by middle blocker Isabella Gallardo with 11 points (7 attacks, 3 blocks, 1 ace). For Puerto
Rico, Carinialys Roman contributed 7 points. Mexico stormed through the first set with
powerful attacks, quickly building a 16-9 lead and maintaining control with effective offensive
contributions from Camarena, Evelyn Diaz, and Gallardo. Puerto Rico started strong in the
second set, leading 8-4 thanks to Eliany Quifiones and Anna Aquino. Despite Puerto Rico’s
momentum and a key block from Elsie Faccio over Camarena, Mexico’s fighting spirit and
solid defense allowed them to recover. Two Puerto Rican errors and a kill from Gallardo tied
the set at 16, before Gallardo and Karina Campos led Mexico ahead 19-16 to take the set.
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Mexico returned to its dominant rhythm in the third set, jumping to a 13-7 lead with high energy
and strong offense. Puerto Rico, with Kelysha Dominguez and Alicia Sengstack, fought to
close the gap but could not contain Mexico’s momentum. Leading 18-11, Mexico sealed the
match with Diaz’s strong attacks. After missing two match points due to a block from Kamila
Colén and a hitting error by Camarena, the captain herself scored the final point with a decisive
kill.

Canada 3, Suriname 0

Canada swept Suriname 3-0 (25-10, 25-13, 25-19) to advance to the quarterfinals. With the
victory, Canada finished Pool A with a 2-1 record and secured a spot in the next round, while
Suriname (0-3) will compete in the classification round for positions 5 to 8. Canada held the
advantage in all scoring categories, leading 39-20 in attacks, 5-4 in blocks, and 16-4 in service
points, while committing 14 errors to Suriname’s 15. Outside hitter Winji Magdi led Canada
with 13 points (6 attacks, match-high 7 aces), followed by middle blocker Elise Evanson with
11 points (6 attacks, 4 blocks, 1 ace). For Suriname, outside hitter Zoe Roethof topped all
scorers with 14 points (11 attacks, 3 aces), joined by team captain Cherelle Meulenhof, who
contributed 10 points (8 attacks, 2 blocks). The first set was even until 6-6, when Canada
pulled ahead behind strong offense from Shayla Byrnell and effective serves from Winji Magdi
for an 11-6 lead. Canada maintained its rhythm and comfortably closed the set despite solid
effort from Roethof on the Surinamese side. In the second set, Canada jumped to a 10-2 lead
with Elise Evanson scoring key points at the net and Charlsey Goetz adding on offense.
Canada’s serving pressure kept Suriname under control, though Roethof continued to be her
team’s main scorer. Canada extended its dominance to take a 2-0 lead in the match. The third
set was tighter, with Suriname staying close at 10-12 and later tying at 15 and 16 points after
a kill from Roethof. Cherelle Meulenhof also contributed with strong attacks, but Byrnell led
Canada back ahead, supported by Suriname’s errors. Charlie Visser energized her team with
three consecutive service points, and Elaina Grover sealed the match with a final Kill.

Dominican Republic 3, Costa Rica 1

The Dominican Republic defeated host nation Costa Rica 3-1 (25-20, 25-13, 23-25, 25-11) to
close pool play undefeated and advance directly to the semifinals. By winning one set, the
Dominican Republic secured first place in Pool A, while Canada finished second and Costa
Rica third. In Friday’s quarterfinals, Canada will face Puerto Rico and Costa Rica will meet
Mexico. The Dominican team displayed superiority in every skill category: attacks (56-24),
blocks (11-8), and serves (11-7). Costa Rica, however, committed fewer errors (20 to 30).
Rayni Mondesi led all scorers with a tournament-high 29 points (23 Kills, 4 blocks, 2 aces),
powering the Dominican Republic to victory. Outside hitter Leandry Almonte followed with 24
points (19 kills, 2 blocks, 3 aces), and Shanty Pérez added 10 points. Esmeralda Ugalde
topped Costa Rica with 11 points (5 kills, 4 blocks, 2 aces). The opening set was fast and
dynamic, featuring several ties between Costa Rica’'s Charlotte Martinez and Dominican star
Mondesi. With Costa Rica ahead 17-15, Martinez suffered an injury after a bad fall at the net,
which shifted momentum. The Dominicans capitalized with key blocks from Jarolin Duran and
Mondesi to take control and secure the first set. In the second set, the Dominicans quickly

built a 5-2 lead behind Mondesi’s dominant play. Costa Rica fought back through'UgaIde and
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Luciana Vargas but couldn’t close the gap as Shanty Pérez and Almonte led the Dominicans
to a comfortable win. Costa Rica responded in the third, rallying from behind to edge the
Dominicans. After trailing 9-13, the hosts tied the score at 14 with a strong attack from Victoria
Cobefia and service points from Sofia Quesada. Despite the Dominicans’ comeback to 23-23,
Valentina Ramirez’s service ace sealed the set for Costa Rica, forcing a fourth. In the final
set, the Dominicans jumped to a 10-5 lead and never looked back. AlImonte dominated at the
net, while Mondesi continued her all-around brilliance. Their combined firepower led to a
decisive finish, with Mondesi delivering the final kill for the victory. With the win, the Dominican
Republic remains one of the favorites to reach the gold medal match as the championship
heads into its decisive phase.

En la ronda de cuartos de final, Canadéa se enfrentara a Puerto Rico y México a Costa Rica.

Estados Unidos 3, Cuba 0

Estados Unidos domin6 a Cuba 3-0 (25-11, 25-14, 25-17) para finalizar primero en el Grupo
B. Con un récord perfecto de 3-0 sin perder un solo set, Estados Unidos avanz6 directamente
a las semifinales del sdbado. Cuba (0-3) pasara a la ronda de clasificacion por las posiciones
del 5 al 8. Estados Unidos superé a Cuba en todas las categorias de juego, liderando 38-13
en ataques, 11-2 en bloqueos y 17-5 en puntos de servicio, mientras que otorgd 22 puntos
por errores frente a 9 de Cuba.

Cuba inici6 mejor el segundo set, tomando ventaja de 8-5 gracias al ataque de
Cabrera y ampliandola a 10-5 con ayuda de Yacina Vizcaino. Sin embargo, los potentes
remates y servicios de Mary-Christine Crutcher ayudaron a Estados Unidos a igualar el
marcador 11-11. Un fuerte remate de Julia Masselink y un error cubano colocaron a las
estadounidenses al frente 16-14, con jugadas clave de Madison Middleton y un punto final
con servicio ace de Kaelyn Easton. El tercer set fue muy disputado, empatado a 11 y luego
16-14 a favor de Cuba tras un bloqueo de Lauren Correoso sobre Ogbogu. Pero el buen
servicio de Mesa Jameson y un remate de Coleman cambiaron el rumbo, dando a Estados
Unidos una ventaja de 18-16 que no perdi6 hasta el final.




México 3, Puerto Rico 0

México cerré la fase de grupos con una victoria en sets corridos sobre Puerto Rico 3-0 (25-
16, 25-19, 25-17). Las campeonas defensoras del NORCECA Sub-17, México, finalizaron en
el segundo lugar del Grupo B con récord de 2-1, mientras que Puerto Rico (1-2) ocupd la
tercera posicion. Ambos equipos jugaran los cuartos de final el viernes. Estados Unidos,
primero del Grupo B con récord perfecto, avanzé directamente a las semifinales. México
dominé con una amplia ventaja de 40-19 en ataques y lideré los servicios 5-0, mientras que
Puerto Rico fue superior en bloqueos (8-4). México cometid un error menos que Puerto Rico
(25-26). La capitana de México, Emily Camarena, fue la maxima anotadora del encuentro con
15 puntos (14 ataques y 1 ace), seguida por la central Isabella Gallardo con 11 puntos (7
ataques, 3 blogueos y 1 ace). Por Puerto Rico, Carinialys Roman aporté 7 puntos. México
arrasé en el primer set con potentes ataques, tomando rapidamente ventaja de 16-9 y
manteniendo el control con efectividad ofensiva de Camarena, Evelyn Diaz y Gallardo. Puerto
Rico inici6 con fuerza el segundo set, liderando 8-4 gracias a Eliany Quifiones y Anna Aquino.
A pesar del impulso boricua y un bloqueo clave de Elsie Faccio sobre Camarena, el espiritu
de luchay la defensa mexicana les permitieron recuperarse. Dos errores de Puerto Rico y un
remate de Gallardo empataron el set 16-16, antes de que Gallardo y Karina Campos
impulsaran a México al frente 19-16 para llevarse el parcial. México volvié a su ritmo
dominante en el tercer set, tomando ventaja de 13-7 con gran energia y ofensiva contundente.
Puerto Rico, con Kelysha Dominguez y Alicia Sengstack, intenté acortar la diferencia, pero
no pudo frenar el impulso mexicano. Con ventaja de 18-11, México sellé el triunfo con
potentes ataques de Diaz. Tras perder dos puntos de partido por un bloqueo de Kamila Col6n
y un error de ataque de Camarena, fue la propia capitana quien cerrd el encuentro con un
remate decisivo.

Canadé 3, Surinam 0

Canada vencié a Surinam 3-0 (25-10, 25-13, 25-19) para avanzar a los cuartos de final del.
Con la victoria, Canada finalizo la fase de grupos con récord de 2-1 en el Grupo Ay aseguré
su lugar en la siguiente ronda, mientras que Surinam (0-3) competira en la ronda de
clasificacion por las posiciones del 5 al 8. Canada mantuvo la ventaja en todas las categorias,
liderando 39-20 en ataques, 5-4 en bloqueos y 16-4 en puntos de servicio, cometiendo 14
errores frente a 15 de Surinam. La atacante Winji Magdi lider6 a Canada con 13 puntos (6
atagues y 7 aces, la mayor cantidad del partido), seguida por la central Elise Evanson con 11
puntos (6 ataques, 4 bloqueos y 1 ace). Por Surinam, la atacante Zoe Roethof fue la maxima
anotadora del encuentro con 14 puntos (11 ataques, 3 aces), acompafiada por la capitana del
equipo Cherelle Meulenhof, quien aporté 10 puntos (8 ataques, 2 bloqueos). El primer set
estuvo parejo hasta el 6-6, cuando Canada tomé ventaja gracias a la ofensiva de Shayla
Byrnell y los efectivos servicios de Winji Magdi, colocandose arriba 11-6. Canada mantuvo su
ritmo y cerr6 comodamente el parcial, pese al buen esfuerzo de Roethof por Surinam. En el
segundo set, Canada tom6 una amplia ventaja de 10-2 con Elise Evanson marcando puntos
clave en lared y Charlsey Goetz contribuyendo en ataque. La presion del servicio canadiense
mantuvo a Surinam bajo control, aunque Roethof continué siendo la principal anotadora de
su equipo. Canada amplié su dominio para colocarse 2-0 en el partido. El tercer set fue mas
disputado, con §urinam acercandose 10-12 y luego empatando a 15 y 16 puntos tras un
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remate de Roethof. Cherelle Meulenhof también contribuyé con ataques efectivos, pero
Byrnell volvié a poner a Canadéa al frente, aprovechando los errores de Surinam. Charlie
Visser motivo a su equipo con tres puntos consecutivos desde el servicio, y Elaina Grover
sell6 el encuentro con un remate final.

Republica Dominicana 3, Costa Rica 1

Republica Dominicana derrot6 al pais anfitrion Costa Rica 3-1 (25-20, 25-13, 23-25, 25-11)
para cerrar invicta la fase de grupos y avanzar directamente a las semifinales. Con solo ganar
un set, Republica Dominicana aseguré el primer lugar del Grupo A, mientras que Canada
ocupo la segunda posicion y Costa Rica la tercera. En los cuartos de final del viernes, Canada
enfrentard a Puerto Rico y Costa Rica se medira ante México. El conjunto dominicano mostro
superioridad en todos los fundamentos: ataques (56-24), bloqueos (11-8) y servicios (11-7).
Costa Rica, sin embargo, cometié menos errores (20 contra 30). Rayni Mondesi fue la maxima
anotadora del encuentro y del torneo hasta el momento, con 29 puntos (23 ataques, 4
blogueos, 2 aces), liderando a Republica Dominicana hacia la victoria. La atacante de esquina
Leandry Almonte aport6é 24 puntos (19 ataques, 2 blogueos, 3 aces), y Shanty Pérez sumé
10 unidades. Por Costa Rica, Esmeralda Ugalde encabezé la ofensiva con 11 puntos (5
ataques, 4 bloqueos, 2 aces). El primer set fue rapido y dinamico, con varios empates
protagonizados por Charlotte Martinez de Costa Rica y Rayni Mondesi por las dominicanas.
Con Costa Rica arriba 17-15, Martinez sufrié una lesion tras una caida al intentar bloquear,
lo que cambié el rumbo del parcial. Las dominicanas aprovecharon con efectivos bloqueos
de Jarolin Duran y Mondesi para tomar el control y quedarse con el set. En el segundo set,
Republica Dominicana tomo ventaja de 5-2 gracias al alto nivel de juego de Mondesi. Costa
Rica batall6 con Ugalde y Luciana Vargas, pero no logré reducir la diferencia. Shanty Pérez
y Leandry Almonte mantuvieron el dominio con potentes remates, cerrando el set con amplia
ventaja. Costa Rica reaccion6é en el tercer parcial, logrando imponerse en un cierre
emocionante. Tras estar abajo 9-13, el equipo local empat6 14-14 con un ataque de Victoria
Cobefia y puntos de servicio de Sofia Quesada. Aunque las dominicanas igualaron 23-23, un
ace de Valentina Ramirez sell6 el set para las anfitrionas y forz6 un cuarto parcial. En el Gltimo
set, las dominicanas arrancaron con una ventaja de 10-5 y mantuvieron la presion con su
poder ofensivo y solidez en la red. Almonte se mostré imparable en el ataque, mientras
Mondesi continué brillando en todas las facetas. Su combinacién fue determinante para cerrar
el encuentro, con Mondesi anotando el punto final con un remate contundente. Con esta
victoria, Republica Dominicana se mantiene como una de las favoritas para avanzar al partido
por la medalla de oro, mientras el campeonato entra en su fase decisiva.
