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Puerto Rico and Mexico Set for NORCECA Men’s Final Four Title Clash

LEON, Guanajuato, Mexico, June 13, 2026. — Defending two-time champion Puerto Rico and
host Mexico will meet once again for the NORCECA Men'’s Final Four crown after both teams
secured their second victories of the tournament on Saturday at the Domo de la Feria.

Puerto Rico defeated Guatemala to remain unbeaten, while Mexico completed a dramatic
reverse sweep against the Dominican Republic to book its place in the championship
showdown. Meanwhile, the Dominican Republic and Guatemala will battle for the bronze
medal in the tournament's final day of competition.

Puerto Rico 3, Guatemala 0

Defending champion Puerto Rico remained unbeaten at the 2026 NORCECA Men’s Final Four
after defeating Guatemala in straight sets, 3-0 (25-16, 25-23, 25-21). The victory kept Puerto
Rico on course to successfully defend their title, while Guatemala battled throughout the match
and pushed them in the final two sets. Puerto Rico will face host Mexico on the tournament's
final day, while Guatemala will take on the Dominican Republic. The opening set was closely
contested at the beginning, with the score tied at 9-9 before Puerto Rico pulled behind Ismael
Alomar, Klistan Lawrence and Jair Santiago. Guatemala fought through the efforts of Carlos
Lépez and Andy Leonardo Blanco, but Puerto Rico built a comfortable 20-14 advantage and
sealed the set with an ace by Axel Meléndez. Guatemala made a strong start in the second
set, racing to a 4-0 lead thanks to Lopez's attacks and a series of Puerto Rican errors. Pablo
Pérez and Blanco kept Guatemala in front until Puerto Rico rallied to level the score at 8-8. A
block by Alomar on Lopez and additional Guatemalan errors helped Puerto Rico move ahead
12-10. Lawrence continued to lead the offense, but Guatemala stayed within striking distance.
With the score tied at 22-22, Puerto Rico capitalized on two Guatemalan attacking errors to
close out the set and move ahead two sets to none. Puerto Rico controlled the third set from
the start, opening a 12-6 lead while head coach Jamille Torres rotated his lineup. Guatemala,
also using substitute players, mounted a late charge as Puerto Rico missed four match points.
Jason Hernandez sparked the comeback with a kill and a block on Janluar Figueroa, followed
by a kill from Javier Lucero. However, Gustavo Alvarez delivered the decisive attack to secure
Puerto Rico's victory. Puerto Rico held the advantage in blocks (9-4) and service aces (5-0),
while Guatemala led in attacks (37-34). Puerto Rico also benefited from 27 Guatemalan errors
while committing 19 of its own. Outside hitter Klistan Lawrence led Puerto Rico with 11 points,
while middle blocker Jason Hernandez paced Guatemala with 10 points, as the only players
to reach double figures.

Mexico 3, Dominican Republic 2

Mexico rallied from two sets down to defeat the Dominican Republic 3-2 (21-25, 24-26, 26-24,
25-18, 15-11), completing a dramatic reverse sweep to earn a place in the championship
match. The victory sends the host nation into a second consecutive title showdown against
defending champion Puerto Rico, while the Dominican Republic will close the tournament
against Guatemala for the bronze medal. Mexico came out with great intensity and quickly
built an 11-5 lead behind effective attacks from Franky Hernandez and Diego Gonzélez,
combined with a string of Dominican errors. However, the Dominican Republic responded with
a solid offensive effort led by captain Henry Tapia, who sparked the comeback and helped
level the score at 19. In the closing stages of the set, blocks by Luther Rosario and powerful




serves from Edward Rojas proved decisive as the Caribbean side turned the score around
and secured the opening set. The second set remained even until the score was tied at seven,
but Mexico once again managed to pull away. Axel Téllez played a key role with four blocks
that pushed his team to a 13-9 advantage, while Mauro Fuentes kept the offensive momentum
going to extend the lead to 15-12. Strong attacks from Diego Gonzéalez and Juan Garcia
allowed the hosts to stay in control, but the Dominican Republic capitalized on several Mexican
errors, and a block by Moisés Ortiz on Téllez tied the score at 18. Tapia earned a set point
with an attack off Garcia's block, but Franky Hernandez answered to tie the score at 24. A
direct kill by Tapia followed by another block from Rosario on Hernandez gave the Dominicans
a two-set lead. The Dominican Republic controlled the early stages of the third set, with Moisés
Ortiz standing out at the net to give his team a 14-10 advantage. Mexico responded through
Yasutaka Sanay, who fueled the comeback, while a block by Eduardo Garza on Wilfrido
Hernandez tied the score at 15. From that point on, the set became a fierce battle with
repeated ties until 23-all. The Caribbean squad reached match point after a Mexican attacking
error, but a missed Dominican attack kept the hosts alive. Franky Herndndez earned set point
for Mexico, and an attack by Henry Tapia that sailed out forced the match into a fourth set.
The fourth set was equally competitive. Mexico created distance with a block by Axel Téllez
on Héctor Cruz and a reception error by Wilfrido Hernandez on Eduardo Garza's serve to
move ahead 15-11. The hosts maintained control with an attack from Sanay and a block from
Juan Garcia on Rosario to stretch the lead to 19-13. After missing one set point opportunity,
a powerful attack by Diego Gonzélez closed the set and sent the match to a deciding fifth. In
the tiebreaker, Mexico stayed in front throughout, outperforming the Dominican Republic in
every aspect of the game. Axel Téllez, Yasutaka Sanay, and Franky Hernandez led the
Mexican offense, while Héctor Cruz carried the Dominican attack. The match ended with two
consecutive Dominican errors, sealing the hosts' spectacular comeback victory. The statistics
reflected the closeness of the contest. Mexico led in attacks (57-49), blocks (13-12), and aces
(5-3), while unforced errors finished at 40 for the hosts and 36 for the Dominican Republic.
Mexican outside hitter Franky Hernandez was the match's top scorer with 22 points, including
20 attacks and two aces. Middle blocker Axel Téllez also played a key role with 14 points,
including a match-high seven blocks, six attacks, and one ace. For the Dominican Republic,
outside hitter Héctor Cruz led the scoring with 19 points, followed by captain Henry Tapia with
17 and middle blocker Moisés Ortiz with 10.

Puerto Rico y México disputaran el titulo del NORCECA Final Four Masculino

LEON, Guanajuato, México, 13 de junio de 2026. — El campeon defensor de las ultimas dos
ediciones, Puerto Rico, y el anfitrion México volveran a enfrentarse por la corona del
NORCECA Final Four Masculino, luego de que ambos consiguieran su segunda victoria del
torneo este sabado en el Domo de la Feria.

Puerto Rico super6 a Guatemala para mantenerse invicto, mientras que México protagonizo
una espectacular remontada ante la Republica Dominicana para asegurar su lugar en el duelo
por el campeonato. Por su parte, la Republica Dominicana y Guatemala disputaran la medalla
de bronce en la jornada final de la competencia.




Puerto Rico 3, Guatemala 0

El campeodn defensor Puerto Rico se mantuvo invicto en el NORCECA Final Four Masculino
2026 tras derrotar a Guatemala en sets corridos por 3-0 (25-16, 25-23, 25-21). La victoria
mantiene a los puertorriguefios en camino de defender con éxito su titulo, mientras que
Guatemala luché durante todo el encuentro y exigié al maximo a su rival en los dos ultimos
parciales. Puerto Rico enfrentara al anfitrion México en la Ultima jornada del torneo, mientras
gue Guatemala se medira a Republica Dominicana. El primer set comenzé muy parejo, con
empate a 9 puntos, antes de que Puerto Rico se despegara gracias a las acciones de Ismael
Alomar, Klistan Lawrence y Jair Santiago. Guatemala respondié con el esfuerzo de Carlos
Lépez y Andy Leonardo Blanco, pero Puerto Rico construy6 una comoda ventaja de 20-14 y
cerr6 el parcial con un saque directo de Axel Meléndez. Guatemala tuvo un gran inicio en el
segundo set, tomando ventaja de 4-0 gracias a los ataques de LOpez y a una serie de errores
puertorriguefios. Pablo Pérez y Blanco mantuvieron a Guatemala al frente hasta que Puerto
Rico reaccion6 para igualar el marcador 8-8. Un bloqueo de Alomar sobre Lopez y nuevos
errores guatemaltecos permitieron a Puerto Rico adelantarse 12-10. Lawrence continud
liderando la ofensiva, pero Guatemala se mantuvo siempre cerca. Con empate a 22 puntos,
Puerto Rico aprovechdé dos errores de ataque de Guatemala para adjudicarse el set y
colocarse arriba dos parciales a cero.

México vino de atras tras perder los dos primeros sets para derrotar a la Republica
Dominicana por 3-2 (21-25, 24-26, 26-24, 25-18, 15-11), completando una espectacular
remontada para asegurar su lugar en el partido por el campeonato. Con esta victoria, el pais
anfitrion avanzé a una segunda final consecutiva frente al campeodn defensor, Puerto Rico,
mientras que la Republica Dominicana cerrara el torneo enfrentando a Guatemala en el
partido por la medalla de bronce. México arrancé con gran intensidad el encuentro y
rapidamente tomoé ventaja de 11-5 gracias a los ataques efectivos de Franky Hernandez y
Diego Gonzéalez, sumados a una racha de errores del conjunto dominicano. Sin embargo, la
Republica Dominicana reacciond con un solido trabajo ofensivo encabezado por su capitan
Henry Tapia, quien lider6 la remontada hasta igualar el marcador a 19 puntos. En el cierre del
parcial, los bloqueos de Luther Rosario y los potentes servicios de Edward Rojas fueron
determinantes para darle la vuelta al marcador y asegurar el primer set.
