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Opening-Day Wins for Mexico, USA, Canada and Costa Rica

GUATEMALA CITY, Guatemala, June 23, 2026. — Mexico, the United States, Canada and
Costa Rica opened the 2026 Men’s U21 Pan American Cup with straight-set victories on
Tuesday at the Teodoro Palacios Flores Gymnasium in Guatemala City.

In Pool A, Mexico defeated Venezuela and defending champion United States overcame the
Dominican Republic. In Pool B, Canada topped Nicaragua, while Costa Rica earned a victory
over host Guatemala.

Mexico 3, Venezuela 0

Mexico opened its campaign at the 2026 Men’s U21 Pan American Cup with a straight-set
victory over Venezuela, winning 3-0 (25-23, 25-17, 25-19) in the opening match of Pool A.
Mexico held a 45-32 advantage in attacks and edged Venezuela 3-2 in service aces. Both
teams recorded five blocks, while Mexico committed 20 errors compared to Venezuela’s 22.
Eduardo Garza led all scorers with 19 points on 16 attacks, two blocks, and one ace. Cristian
Cadena added 12 points on 10 attacks, one block, and one ace. For Venezuela, middle
blocker Angel Matuto was the only player to reach double figures, finishing with 10 points. The
opening set was closely contested, with both teams battling point-for-point and remaining tied
through much of the frame. Mexico earned set point at 24-23 after an attack by opposite hitter
Eduardo Garza that Venezuela’s Jorge Villegas was unable to control. Middle blocker Cristian
Cadena then finished the set with a quick attack through the middle for a 1-0 lead. The second
set followed a similar pattern, with neither side able to establish clear control early on. Mexico
pulled ahead at 19-16 behind Daniel Cravioto and an ace by captain Santiago Bernal. Cadena
continued to lead the Mexican attack, while Garza sealed the set with a block on Neyver
Zabala. Venezuela, led by Jean Franco Sanabria, fought hard in the early stages of the third
set, matching Mexico point for point. However, Mexico built a decisive 19-14 advantage
through Cadena’s attacking efficiency, Garza’s serving pressure, and several Venezuelan
errors. The match concluded on a Venezuelan attacking error. Mexico will face the Dominican
Republic in its next Pool A match, while Venezuela will take on defending champion United
States.

United States 3, Dominican Republic 0

The United States opened the defense of its title with a commanding 3-0 (25-13, 25-9, 25-21)
victory over the Dominican Republic. With the win, the United States improved to 1-0 and will
face Mexico (1-0) on the second day of competition. The Dominican Republic (0-1),
meanwhile, will look to bounce back against Venezuela (0-1). The United States quickly took
control of the opening set, building a comfortable 15-9 advantage by capitalizing on Dominican
errors. Aleksey Mikhailenko and Kyler Wade led the American offense while limiting the impact
of Dominican scoring leader Malik Britton. A powerful back-row attack by Mikhailenko earned
set point for the Americans. In the second set, the United States raced to a 6-0 lead behind
the serving of Cameron Kosty. Strong service pressure and dominance in every aspect of the
game allowed the Americans to control the set comfortably. An attack by Grayson Bradford
sealed the 25-9 win and a two-set advantage. The Dominican Republic showed improvement
in the third set. Franklyn Reyes kept his team in contention with an effective offensive
performance, supported by the powerful attacks of Malik Britton. The Caribbean squad rallied
to tie the score at 12-12 thanks to consecutive blocks by Rubel Montilla, Reyes, and Marvin
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Rodriguez. However, the United States responded decisively as a kill and a block by Jackson
Cryst, combined with a strong serving run from Grant Lamoureux, extended the lead to 19-15.
From there, the defending champions managed the advantage and secured the victory. The
United States dominated the match statistics, particularly from the service line, finishing with
an 11-0 advantage in aces. The Americans also led in attacks (32-25) and blocks (9-5). In
addition, they scored 23 points from Dominican errors while committing only 13 of their own.
Jackson Cryst led the United States offense with 10 points. For the Dominican Republic, Malik
Zahir Britton was the match’s top scorer with 12 points.

Canada 3, Nicaragua 0

Canada opened its Men’s U21 Pan American Cup campaign with a dominant 3-0 (25-12, 25-
15, 25-15) victory over Nicaragua in Pool B. Canada dominated the match statistics,
outscoring Nicaragua in attacks (34-16), blocks (11-5), and service aces (8-0). Both teams
recorded a similar number of errors, with Canada committing 21 and Nicaragua 22.

Canada will face Costa Rica on the second day of Pool B action, while Nicaragua will take on
host Guatemala. The Canadians imposed their rhythm from the start of the match. In the
opening set, they built a comfortable 20-10 advantage led by Ethan Baraniuk. Later, Owen
Harris contributed with a kill and a block on Bradly Corddn to extend the lead to 24-12 before
Baraniuk closed the set with an attack. Canada also seized control early in the second set,
racing to a 4-0 lead. Nicaragua attempted to respond behind the efforts of Inti Zapata but could
not find a way to close the gap. The Canadians maintained pressure from the service line, with
at least four players recording aces, to take a two-set lead. In the third set, Canada maintained
its pace with Matthew Siebenga excelling at the net and William Basilio contributing
offensively. The North Americans extended their advantage to 20-13 and moved toward their
first victory of the tournament with a block by Marcus Barrett on Nicaragua’s Rayfield Hodgson.
Canadian middle blocker Matthew Siebenga led all scorers with 13 points on six attacks, six
blocks, and one ace. William Basilio added 10 points, all on kills. For Nicaragua, Inti Zapata
led the offense with nine points.

Costa Rica 3, Guatemala 0

Costa Rica defeated host Guatemala 3-0 (25-16, 25-12, 25-14) to open its campaign with a
victory. The match was the second contest of Pool B. On Wednesday, Costa Rica (1-0) will
face Canada (1-0), while Guatemala (0-1) will look to bounce back against Nicaragua (0-1).
Costa Rica took control of the match from the opening points of the first set, building an early
4-0 lead and never allowing Guatemala to move ahead on the scoreboard. Ignacio Morales
led the Costa Rican offense, while Edser Barrantes and Stanley Grant stood out at the net,
helping neutralize the Guatemalan attack led by middle blocker Christian Alvarez. A block by
Grant on José Luis Samayoa sealed the opening set. In the second set, the Costa Ricans
quickly extended their advantage to five points (10-5), capitalizing on several errors by the
home team. Morales continued to lead the offense, while Grant was effective at the net.
Jeremy Vanega and Felipe Bolafios also contributed key points to maintain the lead. For
Guatemala, the quick attacks of Christian Alvarez were not enough to stop Costa Rica’s
momentum. The third set started more evenly, with both teams tied at nine points. However,
Costa Rica responded through Morales, who scored two consecutive attacks, and a block by
Felipe Bolafios on Samayoa to take a 12-9 lead. From that point on, Costa Rica remained in
control and cruised to the victory. Grant was instrumental in the closing stages, while Bolafios
earned set point (24-13) after a long rally and Antoine Molina finished the match with the final
point. Costa Rica held a clear advantage in attacks (43-20) and blocks (9-3), while both teams
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recorded two service aces. The Costa Ricans also benefited from 21 points off Guatemala’s
errors and committed 17 of their own.

CIUDAD DE GUATEMALA, Guatemala, 23 de junio de 2026. — México, Estados Unidos,
Canada y Costa Rica iniciaron la Copa Panamericana U21 Masculina 2026 con victorias en
sets corridos este martes en el Gimnasio Teodoro Palacios Flores de la Ciudad de Guatemala.

En el Grupo A, México derrotd a Venezuela y el campe6dn defensor Estados Unidos supero a
la Republica Dominicana. En el Grupo B, Canadéa vencio a Nicaragua, mientras que Costa
Rica se impuso al anfitrion Guatemala.

México 3, Venezuela 0

México inici6 su participacion en la Copa Panamericana U21 Masculina 2026 con una victoria
en sets corridos sobre Venezuela por 3-0 (25-23, 25-17, 25-19), en el partido inaugural del
Grupo A. México dominé en ataques por 45-32 y superd ligeramente a Venezuela en servicios
directos por 3-2.

Morales continué marcando el ritmo ofensivo, mientras que Grant se mostro efectivo en
lared. Jeremy Vanega y Felipe Bolafios también aportaron puntos importantes para mantener
la ventaja. Por Guatemala, los rapidos ataques de Christian Alvarez no fueron suficientes para
frenar el dominio costarricense. El tercer parcial comenz6 de forma mas equilibrada, con
empate a nueve puntos. Sin embargo, Costa Rica encontr6 nuevamente respuesta a través
de Morales, quien sumé dos ataques consecutivos, y de un bloqueo de Felipe Bolafios sobre
Samayoa para tomar ventaja de 12-9. A partir de ese momento, Costa Rica mantuvo el control
hasta asegurar la victoria. Grant fue determinante en el cierre, mientras que Bolafios
consiguié el punto de set (24-13) tras un largo rally y Antoine Molina sell6 el triunfo definitivo.
Costa Rica super6 ampliamente a Guatemala en ataque (43-20) y bloqueo (9-3), mientras
que ambos equipos registraron dos puntos directos de servicio. Los costarricenses también
capitalizaron 21 puntos provenientes de errores de Guatemala y cometieron 17. Ignacio
Morales fue el maximo anotador del encuentro con 16 puntos, seguido por Stanley Grant con
15. Por Guatemala, José Luis Samayoa lideré a su equipo con 10 unidades.
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
