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USA, Mexico, Canada and Guatemala Win on Day Two 
 
GUATEMALA CITY, Guatemala, June 24, 2026. – Defending champion United States and 
Mexico remained unbeaten with their second straight victories, Canada outlasted Costa Rica 
in a thrilling five-set match to stay perfect in Pool B, and host Guatemala earned its first victory 
by defeating Nicaragua in straight sets on Wednesday at the Men’s U21 Pan American Cup. 
 
United States 3, Venezuela 0 
Defending champions United States maintained their perfect record at the Men’s U21 Pan 

American Cup with a 3-1 (22-25, 25-12, 25-15, 25-19) victory over Venezuela in their second 
Pool A match.  With the win, the Americans improved to 2-0 and will face Mexico in the final 
day of pool play, while Venezuela will take on the Dominican Republic. The pool winner 
advances directly to Saturday’s semifinals, while the second- and third-place teams will 
compete in Friday’s quarterfinals. The United States controlled the match by holding 
advantages of 49-35 in attacks, 10-6 in blocks and a decisive 9-0 margin in service aces. 
Venezuela committed one fewer unforced error than the Americans (29-30). United States 
captain Kyler Wade led all scorers with 19 points. Outside hitters Mateo Fuerbringer and 
Aleksey Mikhailenko each added 12 points. Venezuela was led by Yoisbel Josué Galeno with 
16 points and Ángel Matute with 15. Venezuela opened strongly, claiming the first set behind 
the offensive efforts of Ángel Matute and Yoisbel Josué Galeno. After a 10-10 tie, the South 
Americans capitalized on U.S. errors and consecutive blocks by Harold Lárez and Galeno on 
Grant Lamoureux to build a 14-10 lead. Venezuela never trailed in the set and reached set 
point on a kill by Matute against the block of Jordan Trevell. A kill by Grayson Bradford and a 
Matute error briefly extended the set before a Bradford service error sealed the 25-22 victory 
for Venezuela. The United States responded immediately in the second set, racing to an 8-3 
lead behind a block from Cameron Kosty, attacks from Mateo Fuerbringer and Venezuelan 
errors. Kyler Wade paced the offense with consecutive points and a solid block on Matute to 
extend the lead to 20-11. With Wade serving, the Americans increased the pressure before 
closing the set 25-12 to level the match at one set apiece. The third set followed a similar 
pattern as the United States quickly built an 11-6 advantage with more efficient attacking and 
blocking. Venezuela attempted to rally late behind Galeno’s powerful swings, but the 

Americans stayed in control and closed the set 25-15 with Wade and Mikhailenko leading the 
offense. Venezuela again started fast in the fourth set, taking a 5-2 lead with Galeno leading 
the attack. However, consecutive errors and a block from Mikhailenko on Galeno allowed the 
United States to draw level. The defending champions moved ahead 10-7 with a kill by 
Jackson Cryst and another block from Kosty. Although Venezuela tied the score again at 10 
and remained within striking distance thanks to Galeno and Matute, the Americans maintained 
control down the stretch. A kill by Mikhailenko through the Venezuelan block sealed the victory 
and secured the United States' second consecutive win.  

Mexico 3, Dominican Republic 0 
Mexico earned its second consecutive victory at the Men’s U21 Pan American Cup by 

defeating the Dominican Republic in straight sets, 3-0 (25-12, 25-23, 25-18). With both teams 
unbeaten, Mexico and the United States will meet in the final day of pool play to determine the 
winner of Pool A and the direct berth to the semifinals. Meanwhile, the Dominican Republic 
and Venezuela, still seeking their first victory, will battle for a place in the quarterfinals. Despite 
making several changes to its starting lineup, Mexico controlled the key skills, leading 41-31 
in attacks, 5-3 in blocks and 4-1 in service aces. Mexico also capitalized on 25 Dominican 
errors while conceding 18 points on its own mistakes. Eduardo Garza paced the Mexican  



 

 

 

 

offense with 12 points, followed by Carlos Grajeda with 10. Malik Britton led the Dominican 
Republic with 13 points. Mexico established control from the opening set, racing to a 10-2 lead 
with middle blocker Daniel Cravioto anchoring the defense at the net and neutralizing the 
attacks of Franklyn Reyes and Malik Britton. The Mexicans remained in command throughout 
the set to claim a comfortable 25-12 victory. The lineup adjustments did not affect Mexico's 
rhythm in the second set, as it built a 19-12 advantage. The Dominican Republic responded 
with four consecutive points, fueled by two kills from Britton, a block by Wayner Compres on 
Luis Ayala, and another attack by Compres to cut the deficit to 19-16. Led by Britton, the 
Dominicans stayed within striking distance until the closing stages, but a powerful attack by 
Carlos Grajeda gave Mexico set point at 24-22. After a Mexican service error, Eduardo Garza 
finished the set with a kill to put Mexico ahead two sets to none. The third set opened as a 
much more evenly contested battle. Mexico pulled away 11-7 with a block by David Partida 
on Rubel Montilla. The Dominicans answered with consecutive points through Britton and a 
Mexican error, but Mexico quickly regained control and extended its lead to 20-12. Eduardo 
Escoto sealed the 25-18 victory with a service ace. 

Canada 3, Costa Rica 2 
Canada had to dig deep to remain unbeaten in Pool B of the Men’s U21 Pan American Cup, 

defeating Costa Rica in a thrilling five-set battle, 3-2 (22-25, 25-22, 25-18, 22-25, 15-11). On 
the final day of pool play, Canada will face host Guatemala with first place in the group on the 
line, while Costa Rica will take on Nicaragua. Canada held the edge in attacks (61-58) and 
blocks (11-7), while Costa Rica led in service aces (2-0). The Canadians also committed fewer 
errors (34-37). Four Canadian players reached double figures in scoring. Tyson Dezutter led 
the way with 21 points, followed by William Basilio with 17, Owen Harris with 14, and Ethan 
Baraniuk with 13. Costa Rica’s Stanley Grant was the match’s top scorer with 23 points, all on 

kills, while Ignacio Morales added 17 and Jeremy Venegas finished with 10. Costa Rica took 
the early advantage by claiming the opening set behind the offensive production of Stanley 
Grant and Antoine Molina, capitalizing on several Canadian errors to move ahead 1-0. Canada 
answered in a closely contested second set. After Costa Rica erased a three-point deficit, 
William Basilio, Owen Harris and Tyson Dezutter sparked the Canadian comeback to level the 
match with a 25-22 win. The Canadians carried that momentum into the third set. With 
Baraniuk, Harris and Dezutter leading the offense and a solid blocking performance, Canada 
built a comfortable lead that proved enough to move ahead two sets to one despite a late 
Costa Rican rally. Costa Rica refused to back down in the fourth set. Consistent blocking, 
effective attacking and several Canadian errors allowed the Central Americans to even the 
match once again and force a decisive fifth set. Canada seized control early in the tie-break, 
building a 10-6 advantage behind Dezutter and Harris. Costa Rica responded with the 
powerful attacks of Morales and Grant to close the gap, but the Canadians held firm, and 
William Basilio sealed the 15-11 victory with the match-winning kill. 

Guatemala 3, Nicaragua 0 
Guatemala earned its first victory at the Men’s U21 Pan American Cup by defeating Nicaragua 

in straight sets, 3-0 (25-19, 25-19, 25-20), leveling its Pool B record at 1-1. Guatemala will 
face the only unbeaten team in the pool, Canada (2-0), on Thursday, while Nicaragua (0-2) 
will look for its first win against Costa Rica (1-1). The winner of Pool B will advance directly to 
the tournament semifinals. The opening set was closely contested, with both teams 
exchanging the lead until they were tied at 13. From that point on, a series of Nicaragua's 
attacking errors allowed Guatemala to take control of the scoreboard, led by opposite hitter  



 

 

 

 

José Luis Samayoa. The hosts also capitalized on their opponents' mistakes to extend the 
lead before Christian Álvarez closed the set with a winning spike. Guatemala controlled the 
second set from the start and built a five-point advantage (15-10), fueled by Álvarez's attacks 
and Santiago Mena's solid blocking. Nicaragua tried to stay within reach behind Álvaro 
Quesada's offense, but Gerson Carranza earned Guatemala's set point 24-19 before Álvarez 
once again finished the set to give the hosts a 2-0 lead. Guatemala remained in control 
throughout the third set with outside hitter Gerson Carranza leading the offense, while Joshuan 
Rivas and Inti Zapata responded for Nicaragua. The hosts extended their advantage to 19-12, 
although Nicaragua capitalized on a few Guatemalan errors to narrow the gap. Middle blocker 
José Asencio contributed key points to keep Guatemala comfortably ahead at 22-15. 
Nicaragua saved four match points with attacks by Zapata, a service ace by Andrés Alvarado, 
and a block by Álvaro Quesada, but the match ended when Alvarado missed his next serve, 
sealing Guatemala's victory.

– El campeón defensor Estados 
Unidos y México mantuvieron el invicto con su segunda victoria consecutiva, Canadá superó 
a Costa Rica en un emocionante duelo a cinco sets para conservar el paso perfecto en el 
Grupo B, y el anfitrión Guatemala consiguió su primer triunfo al derrotar a Nicaragua en sets 
corridos durante la segunda jornada de la Copa Panamericana Masculina U21. 
 
Estados Unidos 3, Venezuela 0 
El campeón defensor Estados Unidos mantuvo su paso perfecto en la Copa Panamericana 
Masculina U21 al superar a Venezuela por 3-1 (22-25, 25-12, 25-15, 25-19) en su segundo 
compromiso del Grupo A. Con el triunfo, los estadounidenses suman su segunda victoria 
consecutiva y se enfrentarán a México en la última jornada de la fase preliminar, mientras que 
Venezuela enfrentará a República Dominicana. El ganador del grupo avanzará directamente 
a las semifinales del sábado, mientras que el segundo y tercer lugar disputarán los cuartos 
de final el viernes. Estados Unidos dominó el encuentro con ventaja de 49-35 en ataques, 10-

destacaron Yoisbel Josué Galeno con 16 puntos y Ángel Matute con 15. Venezuela 
sorprendió en el primer set con una actuación sólida encabezada por Ángel Matute y Yoisbel 
Josué Galeno. Después de un empate a 10 puntos, los sudamericanos aprovecharon errores 
de Estados Unidos y dos bloqueos consecutivos, de Harold Lárez y Galeno sobre Grant 
Lamoureux, para tomar ventaja de 14-10. Sin ceder el control del parcial, Venezuela llegó al 
punto de set con un ataque de Matute sobre el bloqueo de Jordan Trevell.

Con ambos 
equipos invictos, México y Estados Unidos se enfrentarán en la última jornada de la fase 
preliminar para definir el primer lugar del Grupo A y el pase directo a las semifinales. 
República Dominicana y Venezuela, aún sin victorias, disputarán el boleto a los cuartos de 
final. A pesar de realizar varias modificaciones en su alineación, México dominó los 
principales fundamentos del encuentro con ventajas de 41-31 en ataques, 5-3 en bloqueos y 
4-1 en servicios directos. Además, aprovechó 25 puntos producto de errores dominicanos, 
mientras concedió 18. Eduardo Garza encabezó la ofensiva mexicana con 12 puntos, seguido 
por Carlos Grajeda con 10. Por República Dominicana, Malik Britton fue el máximo anotador 
con 13 unidades. México impuso condiciones desde el inicio del partido. En el primer set tomó 
una amplia ventaja de 10-2 con el central Daniel Cravioto liderando el bloqueo y neutralizando 
los ataques de Franklyn Reyes y Malik Britton. Los mexicanos mantuvieron el control durante 
todo el parcial para llevarse el set por un cómodo 25-12. Los cambios en la alineación 
mexicana no afectaron el rendimiento del equipo en el segundo parcial, donde llegó a tener 
ventaja de 19-12. República Dominicana reaccionó con cuatro puntos consecutivos gracias a 
dos ataques de Britton, un bloqueo de Wayner Compres sobre Luis Ayala y otro remate del 
propio Compres para acercarse 19-16. Liderados por Britton, los caribeños mantuvieron la 
presión hasta el cierre, pero un potente ataque de Carlos Grajeda dio el punto de set a México 
(24-22). Tras un error de saque mexicano, Eduardo Garza cerró el parcial con un remate para 
colocar el encuentro 2-0. El tercer set comenzó mucho más equilibrado. México logró 
despegarse 11-7 con un bloqueo de David Partida sobre Rubel Montilla. Los dominicanos 
respondieron con dos puntos consecutivos, impulsados por Britton y un error mexicano, pero 
México recuperó rápidamente el control y amplió la diferencia hasta 20-12. Finalmente, un 
ace de Eduardo Escoto selló el triunfo con marcador de 25-18. 

Canadá 3, Costa Rica 2 
Canadá tuvo que emplearse a fondo para mantener el invicto en el Grupo B de la Copa 
Panamericana Masculina U21 al derrotar a Costa Rica en un emocionante duelo a cinco sets 
por 3-2 (22-25, 25-22, 25-18, 22-25, 15-11). En la última jornada de la fase preliminar, Canadá 
enfrentará al anfitrión Guatemala en busca del primer lugar del grupo, mientras que Costa 
Rica se medirá a Nicaragua. Canadá superó a Costa Rica con ventajas de 61-58 en ataques 
y 11-7 en bloqueos, mientras que los costarricenses dominaron el servicio con dos aces 
contra ninguno de su rival. Los canadienses también cometieron menos errores (34-37). 
Cuatro jugadores de Canadá finalizaron con doble dígito en anotación: Tyson Dezutter lideró  



 

 

 

 

con 21 puntos, seguido por William Basilio con 17, Owen Harris con 14 y Ethan Baraniuk con 
13. Por Costa Rica, Stanley Grant fue el máximo anotador del encuentro con 23 puntos, todos 
en ataque, mientras Ignacio Morales aportó 17 y Jeremy Venegas sumó 10. Costa Rica tomó 
la iniciativa al adjudicarse el primer set gracias a la efectividad ofensiva de Stanley Grant y 
Antoine Molina, aprovechando además varios errores de Canadá para colocarse arriba 1-0. 
Los canadienses respondieron en un disputado segundo parcial. Después de que Costa Rica 
remontara un déficit de tres puntos, William Basilio, Owen Harris y Tyson Dezutter lideraron 
la recuperación para igualar el encuentro con marcador de 25-22. Canadá mantuvo el impulso 
en el tercer set. Con Baraniuk, Harris y Dezutter liderando el ataque y un sólido bloqueo, 
construyó una ventaja que resultó suficiente para tomar la delantera 2-1, pese al intento de 
reacción costarricense en los puntos finales. Lejos de rendirse, Costa Rica volvió a mostrar 
carácter en el cuarto parcial. Con un juego consistente en bloqueo y ataque, y aprovechando 
algunos errores canadienses, igualó nuevamente el marcador para forzar el desempate. En 
el tie-break, Canadá tomó rápidamente el control con Dezutter y Harris al frente de la ofensiva 
para colocarse 10-6. Costa Rica reaccionó con la potencia de Morales y Grant para acercarse 
en el marcador, pero los norteamericanos conservaron la ventaja y sellaron la victoria 15-11 
con un ataque definitivo de William Basilio. 

Guatemala 3, Nicaragua 0 
Guatemala consiguió su primera victoria en la Copa Panamericana Masculina U21 al derrotar 
a Nicaragua en sets corridos por 3-0 (25-19, 25-19, 25-20), igualando su marca en el Grupo 
B a 1-1. Guatemala enfrentará este jueves al único invicto del grupo, Canadá (2-0), mientras 
que Nicaragua (0-2) buscará su primer triunfo ante Costa Rica (1-1). El ganador del Grupo B 
avanzará directamente a las semifinales del torneo. El primer set fue muy disputado, con 
ambos equipos alternándose el liderato hasta el empate a 13 puntos. A partir de ese 
momento, una serie de errores ofensivos de Nicaragua permitió que Guatemala tomara el 
control del marcador, apoyado en la ofensiva del opuesto José Luis Samayoa. Los anfitriones 
aprovecharon además los errores rivales para ampliar la ventaja, cerrando el parcial con un 
remate ganador de Christian Álvarez. Guatemala dominó el segundo set desde el inicio y llegó 
a tener una ventaja de cinco puntos (15-10), gracias a los ataques de Álvarez y al sólido 
bloqueo de Santiago Mena. Nicaragua intentó mantenerse en la pelea con Álvaro Quesada 
como principal referente ofensivo, pero Gerson Carranza consiguió el punto para el 24-19 y, 
nuevamente, Álvarez selló el parcial para colocar el encuentro 2-0. En el tercer set, 
Guatemala mantuvo el control con Gerson Carranza liderando el ataque, mientras que 
Joshuan Rivas junto a Inti Zapata respondían por Nicaragua. Los locales ampliaron la 
diferencia hasta 19-12, aunque Nicaragua aprovechó algunos errores guatemaltecos para 
acercarse. José Asencio aportó puntos importantes desde el centro de la red para mantener 
la ventaja de Guatemala (22-15). Aunque Nicaragua salvó cuatro puntos de partido con 
ataques de Zapata, un servicio de Andrés Alvarado y un bloqueo de Álvaro Quesada, el 
encuentro concluyó cuando Alvarado erró su siguiente saque, determinando la victoria 
guatemalteca. 
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
