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United States and Canada Will Face Off in U21 Pan American Cup Final 
 
GUATEMALA CITY, Guatemala, June 27, 2026. – The final of the 2026 Men’s U21 Pan 

American Cup will once again feature the United States and Canada, in a repeat of last year’s 

title match. Defending champion United States defeated Costa Rica in the semifinals, while 
Canada survived an exciting five-set battle against Mexico to claim the other spot in the final. 
 
United States 3, Costa Rica 0 – Semifinal  
The United States defeated Costa Rica in straight sets 3-0 (25-14, 27-25, 25-18) to advance 
to the final, where it will seek its second consecutive title. It will be the United States' third 
consecutive appearance in the tournament final. The defending champions will face the winner 
of the other semifinal between Canada and Mexico for the gold medal, while Costa Rica will 
play the loser for the bronze medal. The United States held the advantage in attacks (43-27), 
blocks (10-6), and aces (9-1), although it committed more unforced errors than Costa Rica 
(23-15). U.S. captain Kyler Wade led all scorers with 19 points, followed by Mateo Fuerbringer 
with 13. For Costa Rica, Stanley Grant was the only player to finish in double figures with 12 
points. The United States quickly took control of the opening set, racing to a 5-0 lead behind 
the powerful serving of captain Kyler Wade and never trailed. Costa Rica responded with solid 
blocking from Edser Barrantes, Jeremy Vanega, and Stanley Grant, but the Americans 
remained in command. A kill by Trevell Jordan earned set point, and Wade sealed the 25-14 
set with a block on Grant. The second set was much more competitive. After an even start, 
Costa Rica took control and built a five-point lead (12-7) behind the offense of Stanley Grant 
and Ignacio Morales, along with a block by Morales on Jackson Cryst. The Central Americans 
maintained the advantage until 23-20, but the United States staged an impressive comeback. 
A block by Mateo Fuerbringer on Grant tied the score at 24, and although Costa Rica earned 
another set point at 25-24, Wade answered to level the score once again. The U.S. captain 
then closed the set with a block on Morales followed by a powerful attack for the decisive 27-
25. Powered by its strong offense, the United States built an early 11-5 lead in the third set 
behind the serving of Jackson Cryst and the attacking of Trevell Jordan, Wade, and Blake 
Fahlbusch. The Americans remained in control for the rest of the set and closed out the match 
with a comfortable 25-18 victory to secure their place in the final. 

Canada 3, Mexico 2 – Semifinal 
Canada survived an intense five-set battle to defeat Mexico 3-2 (22-25, 25-23, 25-22, 30-32, 
15-10) and advance to the final. The final will once again feature Canada and defending 
champion United States, in a rematch of the 2025 gold medal match, when the Americans 
claimed the title. Canada will seek the first championship in its tournament history, while 
Mexico will play Costa Rica for the bronze medal, with an opportunity to win its second historic 
medal after earning silver in 2022. Canada built its victory on a wide 14-4 advantage in blocks, 
while Mexico led in attacks 60-56. Both teams finished tied with six aces, in a very close match 
that also saw a similar number of unforced errors, with 42 by Canada and 41 by Mexico. Four 
Canadian players finished with double digits: Tyson Dezutter led with 18 points, followed by 
Ethan Baraniuk with 17, William Basilio with 15, and Owen Harris with 13. For Mexico, Eduardo 
Garza delivered an outstanding performance with 30 points, while Cristian Cadena added 15 
and Daniel Cravioto contributed 12. Mexico won the first set 25-22 after coming back from an 
18-14 Canadian lead, led by Cristian Cadena, Sebastián Garza, and Sebastián Cravioto, and 
closed the set by taking advantage of Canadian errors. Canada responded in the second set, 
building a 12-7 lead and holding off Mexico’s comeback to win 25-23 and even the match. In 
the third set, Canada again made the difference down the stretch with Jack Baraniuk’s serve  



 

 

 

 

and key blocks by William Basilio, winning 25-22 to take a 2-1 lead. Mexico forced a fifth set 
after taking a dramatic fourth set 32-30, saving match points and responding in a finish full of 
ties and lead changes. In the tie-break, Canada took control after a 5-5 tie, pulled ahead 12-
8, and sealed the 15-10 victory with a block by Matthew Siebenga on Diego Grajeda. 

Venezuela 3, Nicaragua 1 – Classification 5/8 
Venezuela rallied from one set down to defeat Nicaragua 3-1 (23-25, 25-23, 25-19, 25-16) and 
secure a place in the fifth-place match. Venezuela will face the Dominican Republic for fifth 
place, while Nicaragua will take on host Guatemala in the seventh-place match. After dropping 
the opening set, Venezuela responded with a 49-42 advantage in attacks and a 5-1 edge in 
aces. Both teams finished with eight blocks, while the South Americans committed fewer 
unforced errors (32-36). Yoisbel Galeno once again led Venezuela in scoring with 19 points, 
while Ángel Matute added 16. For Nicaragua, Álvaro Quesada also scored 19 points and 
Joaquín Padilla contributed 13. Nicaragua came out strong, racing to a 5-0 lead behind the 
offense of Inti Zapata and Elías Zeledón. The Nicaraguans extended their advantage to 10-4 
with an ace and a block by Braulio Velásquez. Venezuela fought back to tie the score at 18, 
capitalizing on three consecutive Nicaraguan errors. A block by Álvaro Quesada on 
Venezuela's leading scorer Yoisbel Galeno gave Nicaragua a 24-21 lead, but they missed two 
set points before Quesada finished the set with a successful attack for a 25-23 victory. The 
second set opened with both teams battling evenly, tied at 8-all. Venezuela moved ahead 14-
10 behind the serving of Alberth García and attacks from Jean Franco Sanabria and Jonas 
Flores. Galeno and Matute helped the South Americans maintain the lead, but Nicaragua 
rallied from 18-21 to tie the score at 21 after two errors by Galeno and a powerful spike from 
Joaquín Padilla. Galeno earned set point with a kill, Padilla answered for Nicaragua, and a 
service error by Elías Zeledón handed Venezuela the 25-23 win to level the match. The third 
set remained closely contested until the score was tied at 17. Venezuela then took control, 
benefiting from two consecutive Nicaraguan errors and a kill from Galeno to build a 20-17 
advantage. The South Americans stayed in front, and two consecutive blocks closed out the 
set 25-19 for a 2-1 lead. Venezuela controlled the fourth set from the start, building a 
comfortable eight-point lead (19-11) behind the scoring of Harold Lárez and Ángel Matute. 
With several substitutions in the closing stages, the Venezuelans comfortably finished off the 
set and the match to book their meeting with the Dominican Republic for fifth place. 

Dominican Republic 3, Guatemala 0 – Classification 5/8 
The Dominican Republic defeated host Guatemala in straight sets 3-0 (25-23, 27-25, 25-23) 
to earn a place in the fifth-place match. The Dominican Republic will face the winner between 
Venezuela and Nicaragua for fifth place, while Guatemala will take on the loser for seventh 
place. The Dominicans held a 52-36 advantage in attacks and a 9-3 edge in blocks. Both 
teams scored four aces, while the Dominican Republic capitalized on 28 unforced errors by 
Guatemala and committed 13 of its own. Opposite hitter Malik Britton led all scorers with 31 
points. Wayner Compres added 13 points and Melvin de Jesús Albino contributed 11. For 
Guatemala, José Luis Samayoa paced the offense with 13 points, followed by Christian 
Álvarez with 10. In the opening set, Guatemala rallied from a 15-19 deficit to close within one 
point behind two attacks from José Luis Samayoa and another from Anthony Marroquín. The 
Dominican Republic maintained its advantage by capitalizing on Guatemalan errors and the 
powerful offense of Malik Britton. The hosts tied the score at 21 with an attack and an ace by 
Marroquín, but a strong spike by Britton earned set point for the Caribbean side, and a block 
by Kelvin Mercedes on Gerson Carranza sealed the set 25-23. Guatemala controlled much of  



 

 

 

 

the second set, led by middle blocker Christian Álvarez, and held two opportunities to level 
the match. However, the Dominican Republic also let two set points slip away before back-to-
back aces from Wayner Compres secured a hard-fought 27-25 win and a 2-0 lead. The third 
set featured numerous ties from the outset. The Dominican Republic built a three-point 
advantage at 16-13 with attacks from Britton and Melvin Albino, along with a Guatemalan 
error. Guatemala responded after trailing 17-20, tying the score at 20 on a Dominican error, a 
service ace by Santiago Mena that Compres was unable to handle, and a successful attack 
by Samayoa. With the score even at 23, Britton scored from the back row to make it 24-23, 
and a block by Kelvin Mercedes on Mena sealed the Dominican Republic's straight-set victory. 

  
Estados Unidos y Canadá se Citan en la Final de la Copa Panamericana U21 

 
CIUDAD DE GUATEMALA, Guatemala, 27 de junio de 2026. – La final de la Copa 
Panamericana U21 Masculina 2026 volverá a enfrentar a Estados Unidos y Canadá, en una 
repetición del duelo por el título del año pasado. El campeón defensor Estados Unidos venció 
a Costa Rica en semifinales, mientras que Canadá sobrevivió a un emocionante encuentro 
de cinco sets ante México para ganar el otro boleto a la final. 
 
Estados Unidos 3, Costa Rica 0 – Semifinal  
Estados Unidos derrotó a Costa Rica en sets corridos 3-0 (25-14, 27-25, 25-18) para avanzar 
a la final, donde buscará conquistar su segundo título consecutivo. Será la tercera final 
consecutiva para Estados Unidos en la historia del torneo. El campeón defensor enfrentará 
al ganador de la otra semifinal entre Canadá y México por la medalla de oro, mientras que 
Costa Rica disputará la medalla de bronce ante el perdedor. Estados Unidos dominó el 
encuentro con ventaja de 43-27 en ataques, 10-6 en bloqueos y 9-1 en puntos de servicio, 
aunque cometió más errores no forzados que Costa Rica (23-15). El capitán estadounidense 
Kyler Wade encabezó la ofensiva con 19 puntos, seguido por Mateo Fuerbringer con 13. Por 
Costa Rica, Stanley Grant fue el único jugador con doble dígito de anotación al finalizar con 
12 puntos. Estados Unidos tomó rápidamente el control del primer set con una ventaja de 5-
0 impulsada por el potente servicio de su capitán Kyler Wade y nunca estuvo en desventaja. 
Costa Rica respondió con sólidos bloqueos de Edser Barrantes, Jeremy Vanega y Stanley 
Grant, pero el conjunto estadounidense mantuvo el dominio. Un ataque de Trevell Jordan 
otorgó el punto de set y un bloqueo de Wade sobre Grant selló el parcial 25-14. El segundo 
set fue mucho más disputado. Tras un inicio equilibrado, Costa Rica asumió el control y llegó 
a liderar por cinco puntos (12-7) con el aporte ofensivo de Stanley Grant e Ignacio Morales, 
además de un bloqueo de Morales sobre Jackson Cryst. El conjunto centroamericano 
mantuvo la ventaja hasta el 23-20, pero Estados Unidos reaccionó con una gran remontada. 
Un bloqueo de Mateo Fuerbringer sobre Grant igualó el marcador a 24 y, aunque Costa Rica 
volvió a disponer de un punto de set (25-24), Wade respondió para empatar nuevamente. El 
capitán estadounidense cerró el parcial con un bloqueo sobre Morales y un potente ataque 
para el definitivo 27-25. Impulsado por su fuete ofensiva, Estados Unidos construyó una 
temprana ventaja de 11-5 en el tercer set con el servicio de Jackson Cryst y la ofensiva de 
Trevell Jordan, Wade y Blake Fahlbusch. Estados Unidos mantuvo el control del juego 
durante el resto del parcial y cerró el encuentro con un cómodo 25-18 para asegurar su 
clasificación a la final. 

 



 

 

 
 
 
Canadá 3, México 2 – Semifinal  
Canadá sobrevivió a una intensa batalla de cinco sets para derrotar a México 3-2 (22-25, 25-
23, 25-22, 30-32, 15-10) y avanzar a la final. La final enfrentará nuevamente a Canadá y al 
campeón defensor Estados Unidos, en una revancha del duelo por la medalla de oro de 2025, 
cuando los estadounidenses se quedaron con el título. Canadá buscará conquistar el primer 
campeonato de su historia en el torneo, mientras que México disputará la medalla de bronce 
frente a Costa Rica, con la oportunidad de sumar su segunda presea histórica tras la plata 
obtenida en 2022. Canadá cimentó su victoria con una amplia ventaja de 14-4 en bloqueos, 
mientras que México dominó en ataques por 60-56. Ambos equipos terminaron igualados con 
seis aces, en un encuentro muy parejo que también registró una cifra similar de errores no 
forzados, con 42 de Canadá y 41 de México. Cuatro jugadores canadienses finalizaron con 
doble dígito: Tyson Dezutter lideró con 18 puntos, seguido por Ethan Baraniuk con 17, William 
Basilio con 15 y Owen Harris con 13. Por México, Eduardo Garza firmó una destacada 
actuación con 30 puntos, mientras que Cristian Cadena aportó 15 y Daniel Cravioto sumó 12. 
México ganó el primer set 25-22 tras reaccionar a una ventaja canadiense de 18-14, apoyado 
por Cristian Cadena, Sebastián Garza y Sebastián Cravioto, y cerró el parcial aprovechando 
errores de Canadá. Canadá respondió en el segundo set, llegó a tomar ventaja de 12-7 y 
resistió la reacción mexicana para imponerse 25-23 e igualar el partido. En el tercer parcial, 
Canadá volvió a marcar diferencia en el cierre con el servicio de Jack Baraniuk y bloqueos 
clave de William Basilio, para ganar 25-22 y ponerse arriba 2-1. México forzó el quinto set 
tras llevarse un dramático cuarto parcial 32-30, salvando puntos de partido y respondiendo 
en un cierre lleno de empates y cambios de ventaja. En el tie-break, Canadá tomó control 
después del empate 5-5, se despegó 12-8 y selló la victoria 15-10 con un bloqueo de Matthew 
Siebenga sobre Diego Grajeda. 

Venezuela 3, Nicaragua 1 – Clasificación 5/8 
Venezuela remontó para vencer a Nicaragua 3-1 (23-25, 25-23, 25-19, 25-16) y asegurar su 
lugar en el partido por el quinto puesto. Venezuela enfrentará a República Dominicana por el 
quinto lugar, mientras que Nicaragua jugará frente al anfitrión Guatemala por la séptima 
posición del torneo. Luego de ceder el primer set, Venezuela reaccionó para imponerse con 
ventaja de 49-42 en ataques y 5-1 en puntos de servicio. Ambos equipos finalizaron con ocho 
bloqueos, mientras que los sudamericanos cometieron menos errores no forzados (32-36). 
Yoisbel Galeno volvió a ser el máximo anotador de Venezuela con 19 puntos, seguido por 
Ángel Matute con 16. Por Nicaragua, Álvaro Quesada también sumó 19 unidades y Joaquín 
Padilla aportó 13. Nicaragua comenzó con fuerza al tomar ventaja de 5-0 con el aporte 
ofensivo de Inti Zapata y Elías Zeledón. Más adelante amplió la diferencia a 10-4 con un ace 
y un bloqueo de Braulio Velásquez. Venezuela reaccionó y empató el marcador a 18 
aprovechando tres errores consecutivos del conjunto nicaragüense. Un bloqueo de Álvaro 
Quesada sobre Yoisbel Galeno colocó a Nicaragua a un punto del set (24-21), pero dejó 
escapar dos oportunidades antes de cerrar el parcial con un ataque del propio Quesada para 
el 25-23. El segundo set inició muy parejo, con empate a ocho puntos. Venezuela tomó una 
ventaja de cuatro unidades (14-10) gracias al servicio de Alberth García y los ataques de Jean 
Franco Sanabria y Jonas Flores. Galeno y Matute mantuvieron al conjunto sudamericano al 
frente, aunque Nicaragua logró igualar a 21 tras dos errores de Galeno y un potente remate 
de Joaquín Padilla. Un ataque de Galeno dio el punto de set a Venezuela, Padilla descontó 
para Nicaragua y un error de saque de Elías Zeledón selló el 25-23 para igualar el encuentro. 
El tercer parcial se mantuvo equilibrado hasta el empate a 17. A partir de ese momento, 
Venezuela tomó el control beneficiándose de dos errores consecutivos de Nicaragua y un  



 

 

 

 

ataque de Galeno para colocarse arriba 20-17. El equipo sudamericano conservó la ventaja 
y dos bloqueos consecutivos en el cierre le dieron el set 25-19 para adelantarse 2-1. 
Venezuela dominó el cuarto set desde los primeros compases y construyó una cómoda 
ventaja de ocho puntos (19-11), liderado por Harold Lárez y Ángel Matute. Con varias 
modificaciones en su alineación, el conjunto venezolano administró la diferencia hasta sellar 
la victoria en cuatro sets y asegurar su enfrentamiento ante República Dominicana por el 
quinto lugar. 

República Dominicana 3, Guatemala 0 – Clasificación 5/8 
República Dominicana derrotó al anfitrión Guatemala en sets corridos 3-0 (25-23, 27-25, 25-
23) para avanzar al partido por el quinto lugar. República Dominicana enfrentará al ganador 
del encuentro entre Venezuela y Nicaragua por la quinta posición del torneo, mientras que 
Guatemala jugará ante el perdedor por el séptimo lugar. Los dominicanos dominaron el 
ataque con ventaja de 52-36 y el bloqueo por 9-3. Ambos equipos sumaron cuatro puntos de 
servicio, mientras que República Dominicana capitalizó 28 errores no forzados de Guatemala 
y entregó 13. El opuesto Malik Britton fue la gran figura del encuentro con 31 puntos. También 
contribuyeron al triunfo Wayner Compres con 13 unidades y Melvin de Jesús Albino con 11. 
Por Guatemala, José Luis Samayoa lideró la ofensiva con 13 puntos, seguido por Christian 
Álvarez con 10. En el primer set, Guatemala reaccionó tras verse abajo 15-19 y se acercó a 
un punto gracias a dos ataques de José Luis Samayoa y otro de Anthony Marroquín. 
República Dominicana sostuvo la ventaja aprovechando errores del rival y la contundencia 
ofensiva de Malik Britton. Los locales igualaron el marcador a 21 con un ataque y un ace de 
Marroquín, pero un potente remate de Britton dio el punto de set a los caribeños y un bloqueo 
de Kelvin Mercedes sobre Gerson Carranza selló el parcial por 25-23. Guatemala dominó 
gran parte del segundo set, impulsado por el central Christian Álvarez, y dispuso de dos 
oportunidades para igualar el partido. Sin embargo, República Dominicana también 
desperdició dos puntos de set antes de que dos aces consecutivos de Wayner Compres 
definieran un cerrado 27-25 para colocar el marcador 2-0. El tercer parcial comenzó con un 
intercambio constante de puntos. República Dominicana logró despegarse 16-13 con ataques 
de Britton y Melvin Albino, además de un error guatemalteco. Guatemala volvió a reaccionar 
y, tras estar abajo 17-20, igualó el marcador a 20 con un error dominicano, un ace de Santiago 
Mena que Compres no pudo controlar y un ataque de Samayoa. Con el marcador empatado 
a 23, Britton atacó desde zona zaguera para colocar el 24-23 y, un bloqueo de Kelvin 
Mercedes sobre Mena sentenció la victoria dominicana en tres sets. 
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
