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United States Claims Back-to-Back Men's U21 Pan American Cup Titles

GUATEMALA CITY, Guatemala, June 28, 2026. — The United States captured its second
consecutive Men's U21 Pan American Cup title after defeating Canada in straight sets 3-0
(25-15, 25-19, 25-14) in the gold medal match played at Teodoro Palacios Flores Gymnasium
in Guatemala City.

The Americans completed a perfect 5-0 tournament to win their second straight gold medal
following last year's title and claimed their third championship in tournament history, having
also won the 2022 edition.

Canada finished with a 4-1 record and earned its second consecutive silver medal and the
fourth silver medal in its history.

The United States dominated every scoring skill, holding advantages of 36-21 in attacks, 8-1
in blocks and 4-0 in aces, while also committing slightly fewer unforced errors (26-27).

Only two players reached double figures in scoring, Blake Fahlbusch with 14 points, followed
by Jackson Cryst with 11, both from team USA.

The United States established control early in the opening set, taking a 4-1 lead behind the
playmaking of Cameron Kosty and the offensive production of Blake Fahlbusch, Trevell
Jordan, and Jackson Cryst. Canada rallied to tie the score at 8-8, but the Americans answered
with a decisive run to move ahead 14-8. Strong serving pressure, solid defense and key blocks
from Jordan and Cryst extended the advantage to 23-12 before Jordan's attack sealed the set
25-15.

Canada responded with greater intensity in the second set, jumping to an early 6-4 lead behind
Ethan Baraniuk and Tyson Dezutter. The United States quickly regrouped, tying the score at
7-7 on a Jordan block before taking command through the attacks of Fahlbusch, Kyler Wade,
and Charlie Fuerbringer to build a 14-9 advantage. Despite Canada's efforts to stay within
striking distance through Matthew Siebenga, Baraniuk, and Cole Czepuryk, Cryst's dominance
at the net with consecutive blocks and effective attacks helped the Americans extend their
lead to 20-13. Canada narrowed the gap late in the set, but the United States comfortably
closed it out 25-19 to move within one set of the championship.

The Americans remained in control from the start of the third set, taking a 6-3 lead behind the
offense of Fahlbusch and Fuerbringer. Canada closed the gap to 8-7 thanks to Dezutter and
Baraniuk, but the United States answered with another decisive run sparked by Jordan's
serving, Fahlbusch's attacks, and blocks from Cryst and Wade to pull away 15-8. From there,
the Americans managed the lead with consistent defense and efficient offense, while Canada
looked for answers through Czepuryk, Dezutter, and Owen Harris. Fahlbusch added a key
block late in the set, Fuerbringer earned championship point, and Jordan sealed the title with
an ace for the final 25-14.

Costa Rica 3, Mexico 1 — Bronze Medal

Costa Rica made history by claiming its first-ever bronze medal, defeating Mexico 3-1 (25-23,
16-25, 25-21, 25-19) in the bronze medal match. With the victory, Costa Rica finished the
tournament with a 4-2 record, while Mexico ended in fourth place with a 3-3 mark. Costa Rica's
blocking proved decisive, holding a commanding 12-5 advantage over Mexico. The Costa
Ricans also committed fewer unforced errors, 21 to Mexico's 27. Mexico led in attacks (59-51)

and aces (3-1). Stanley Grant led Costa Rica with 19 points, followed by Jeremy Vanega with
13, including six blocks, and Ignacio Morales with 11. For Mexico, Eduardo Garza paced all
scorers with 22 points, while Santiago Granados and Cristian Cadena each added 12. Costa
Rica created a key advantage in the opening set when Grant won a long rally to give his team
an 18-16 lead. Costa Rica later moved ahead 23-20, but Mexico rallied to tie the score at 23-
23 with a block by Cadena. Costa Rica regained the lead on a kill by Jarrett Jiménez for 24-
23, although he suffered an injury on the play and was replaced by Felipe Bolafios. After
playing resumed, Grant sealed the set 25-23 with a kill. Mexico responded in the second set
after a closely contested start in which neither team managed to pull away. Following a 7-7
tie, the Mexicans found greater consistency behind the serving of Santiago Bernal and the
offense of Cadena, Steben Arévalo, and Daniel Cravioto, building a lead that reached seven
points at 22-15. Costa Rica attempted to rally through Grant, Morales, and Bolafios, but
Mexico maintained control and closed the set 25-16 on a kill by Arévalo to level the match.
Costa Rica regained the lead in the third set after another tightly contested battle. Following a
16-16 tie, a strong serving rotation by Bolafios helped the Costa Ricans open a 20-16
advantage, with Grant leading the offense and a block by Vanega on Arévalo extending the
margin. Mexico tried to respond through Garza, but Costa Rica managed the closing points
and took the set 25-21 after a Mexican service error to move ahead once again. Costa Rica
secured the bronze medal by taking control of the fourth set after breaking away from a 15-12
lead. The Costa Ricans extended the margin to 20-16 behind the strong net play of Vanega
and Morales, along with the attacks of Angel Monge and Grant. Mexico attempted to stay
within reach through Cadena, Cravioto, and Garza, but Costa Rica confidently managed the
advantage and sealed the 25-19 victory after an attack error by Garza.

Venezuela 3, Dominican Republic 1 — Positions 5/6

Venezuela defeated the Dominican Republic 3-1 (25-21, 27-29, 25-22, 26-24) to claim fifth
place. Venezuela closed the tournament with its second victory over the Dominican Republic,
having also defeated the Caribbean side during the pool phase. The win allowed Venezuela
to finish with a 3-3 record and secure fifth place, while the Dominican Republic ended the
competition with a 1-4 mark. Venezuela held the edge offensively, leading 54-46 in attacks,
and capitalized on 32 Dominican unforced errors while committing 30 of its own. The
Dominican Republic held slim advantages in blocks (15-14) and aces (5-3). Venezuela's
offense was well balanced, with Yoisbel Galeno leading the way with 18 points, followed by
Jean Franco Sanabria with 17, Angel Matute with 13, and Harold Larez with 11, including
seven blocks. For the Dominican Republic, Malik Britton was the match's leading scorer with
27 points, while Wayner Compres and Melvin Albino added 13 points each. Venezuela took a
slight lead early in the opening set, but the Dominican Republic stayed within striking distance
behind the attacks of Malik Britton, drawing level several times through 15-15. From there, the
South Americans pulled away with the offense of Angel Matute and Jean Franco Sanabria,
while Alberth Garcia proved decisive at the net with consecutive blocks, including one on
Britton that gave Venezuela a 24-20 lead. Although the Dominican Republic saved one set
point, Sanabria finished the set with an attack for a 25-21 victory. The Dominican Republic
answered in a highly competitive second set. After staying close throughout most of the frame,
it rallied when Venezuela led 22-20 and forced a thrilling point-for-point finish. Britton sparked
the comeback with key attacks to level the score several times, while Diego De Jesus
Rodriguez contributed with both his playmaking and offense. Venezuela moved within one
point of taking the set behind Sanabria's attacks, but the Dominicans held their composure
and claimed the set 29-27 with a block by Britton on Matute to level the match. The third set
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remained evenly contested, with both teams exchanging the lead until the score was tied at
14-14. From that point, Venezuela found greater offensive rhythm through Sanabria and
Yoisbel Galeno, while Harold Larez made a key impact at the net with timely blocks that halted
the Dominican comeback. The Dominican Republic stayed in contention behind the attacks of
Britton and Wayner Compres, but Venezuela controlled the closing points and sealed the set
25-22 with an attack by Alberth Garcia to regain the lead in the match. The fourth set turned
into another intense battle that was decided in the closing points. The Dominican Republic
built a 15-13 lead and remained in front until 23-22 thanks to the attacks of Britton and Diego
De JesUs Rodriguez. Venezuela responded with determination, tying the score at 24-24
behind the efforts of Yoisbel Galeno and the serving of Ranses De Roux. In the closing
moments, Neyver Zabala delivered a key attack before Venezuela capitalized on a Dominican
error to seal the set 26-24 and the victory.

Guatemala 3, Nicaragua 0 — Positions 7/8

Guatemala closed its campaign with a 3-0 (25-17, 25-13, 25-16) victory over Nicaragua to
finish in seventh place at the tournament. Guatemala controlled the match with advantages of
31-22 in kills, 10-6 in blocks and 6-1 in aces, while also capitalizing on 28 unforced errors by
Nicaragua and committing 17 of its own. Gerson Carranza led Guatemala’s offense with 15
points, followed by Christian Alvarez with 11. Alvaro Quesada was Nicaragua’s top scorer with
12 points. Guatemala took control of the opening set after an even start. Breaking a 4-4 tie
with a run that gave them an 11-6 lead, the hosts extended their advantage behind Christian
Alvarez, who first scored on an attack for a 12-6 lead before recording a block on Bryan
Quesada to make it 15-7. Guatemala maintained the pressure with an efficient offense and
comfortably closed the set 25-17. The hosts once again dictated the pace early in the second
set, racing to a 4-0 lead and extending it to 11-2 behind a strong blocking performance
highlighted by Diego Carranza and José Samayoa. Guatemala appeared to be cruising after
opening a 14-4 advantage, but Nicaragua answered with a five-point run to close the gap to
14-9. Guatemala quickly regained control, guided by Zuniga’s distribution and a balanced
offensive attack, and secured the set 25-13 to move within one set of seventh place. Nicaragua
offered greater resistance in the third set and even took a 7-6 lead. Guatemala responded with
a decisive run sparked by Diego Carranza’s serving to pull away 14-7. Later, Diego Asencio’s
service turn helped the hosts extend the margin from 16-8 to 21-8 before they comfortably
closed out the set 25-16 to secure the victory.

3-0 (25-15, 25-19, 25-14) en la final disputada en el Gimnasio Teodoro Palacios Flores de la
Ciudad de Guatemala.

Los estadounidenses completaron un torneo perfecto con marca de 5-0 para conquistar su
segunda medalla de oro consecutiva, luego del titulo obtenido en 2025, y sumar su tercer
campeonato en la historia del certamen, tras haber ganado también la edicion de 2022.
Canada finaliz6 con récord de 4-1 y obtuvo la medalla de plata por segundo afio consecutivo,
cuarta en su historia.

Estados Unidos dominé el encuentro en todos los fundamentos del juego, superando a
Canada 36-21 en ataques, 8-1 en bloqueos y 4-0 en servicios directos, ademas de cometer
ligeramente menos errores no forzados (26-27).

Solo dos jugadores alcanzaron doble digito, Blake Fahlbusch con 14 puntos, seguido por
Jackson Cryst con 11, ambos de Estados Unidos.

Estados Unidos abrié el partido con mayor orden ofensivo y tomé ventaja temprana de 4-1,
apoyado en la distribucion de Cameron Kosty y la eficacia ofensiva de Blake Fahlbusch,
Trevell Jordan y Jackson Cryst. Canada logré igualar el marcador 8-8, pero los
estadounidenses respondieron con una racha que les permitié despegarse 14-8. Con presion
desde el servicio, una soélida defensa y puntos importantes en bloqueo de Jordan y Cryst,
ampliaron la diferencia hasta 23-12 antes de cerrar el parcial 25-15 con un ataque de Jordan.

Canada mostré una mejor respuesta en el segundo set y tomé una ventaja inicial de 6-4 con
una ofensiva liderada por Ethan Baraniuk y Tyson Dezutter. Sin embargo, Estados Unidos
reacciond de inmediato, empatando 7-7 gracias a un bloqueo de Jordan y posteriormente
tomando el control con los ataques de Fahlbusch, Kyler Wade y Charlie Fuerbringer para
colocarse arriba 14-9. Aungue los canadienses intentaron mantenerse en la pelea con los
aportes de Matthew Siebenga, Baraniuk y Cole Czepuryk, el dominio de Cryst en la red, con
bloqueos consecutivos y ataques efectivos, permitid a los estadounidenses ampliar la ventaja
hasta 20-13. Canada descont6 en el cierre, pero Estados Unidos administr6 la diferencia para
imponerse 25-19 y quedar a un set del campeonato.

En el tercer parcial, Estados Unidos mantuvo el control desde el comienzo al tomar ventaja
de 6-3 con la ofensiva de Fahlbusch y Fuerbringer. Canada redujo la diferencia a 8-7 gracias
a Dezutter y Baraniuk, pero nuevamente los estadounidenses respondieron con una racha
impulsada por el servicio de Jordan, los ataques de Fahlbusch y los bloqueos de Crysty Wade
para despegarse 15-8. A partir de ese momento administraron la ventaja con solidez
defensiva y mayor efectividad en la red, mientras Canadé buscé reaccionar con Czepuryk,
Dezutter y Owen Harris. En el cierre, Fahlbusch aport6é un bloqueo clave, Fuerbringer llevé al
equipo al punto de campeonato y Jordan sentencié el titulo con un ace para el definitivo 25-
14.

Costa Rica 3, México 1 — Medalla de Bronce

Costa Rica hizo historia al conquistar su primera medalla de bronce derrotando a México 3-1
(25-23, 16-25, 25-21, 25-19) en el partido por el tercer lugar. Con el resultado, Costa Rica
cerrd el torneo con marca de 4-2, mientras que México finalizé en el cuarto lugar con récord
de 3-3. El bloqueo costarricense fue clave en la victoria, con amplia ventaja de 12-5 sobre
México. Los ticos también cometieron menos errores no forzados, 21 contra 27 de los
mexicanos. México tuvo ventaja en ataques 59-51 y en servicios 3-1. Stanley Grant lider6 a
Costa Rica con 19 puntos, acompafnado por Jeremy Vanega con 13 puntos, incluidos seis
blogueos, e Ignacio Morales con 11. Por México, Eduardo Garza fue el maximo anotador con
22 puntos, seguido por Santiago Granados y Cristian Cadena, con 12 puntos cada uno. Costa
Rica tomo una ventaja importante en el primer set cuando Grant resolvié un largo intercambio
para poner el marcador 18-16. Los ticos llegaron a estar arriba 23-20, pero México reacciono
en el cierre y empat6 23-23 con un bloqueo de Cadena. Costa Rica recupero la ventaja con
un ataque de Jarrett Jiménez para el 24-23, aunque sufrié una lesion en esa accion y fue
reemplazado por Felipe Bolafios. Tras la reanudacion, Grant sellé el parcial 25-23 con un
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remate. México respondid en el segundo set después de un inicio parejo en el que ninguno
de los equipos logré despegarse. A partir del empate 7-7, los mexicanos encontraron mayor
consistencia con el servicio de Santiago Bernal y la ofensiva de Cadena, Steben Arévalo y
Daniel Cravioto, para abrir una ventaja que llegé a ser de siete puntos (22-15). Costa Rica
intentd reaccionar con los ataques de Grant, Morales y Bolafios, pero México administré la
diferencia y cerro el parcial 25-16 con un remate de Arévalo, igualando el encuentro. Costa
Rica recuperd la ventaja en el tercer set tras un parcial muy disputado. Después del empate
16-16, una efectiva rotacion con el servicio de Bolafios permitié a los costarricenses
despegarse 20-16, con Grant liderando la ofensiva y un bloqueo de Vanega sobre Arévalo
qgue amplié la diferencia. México intento reaccionar con los ataques de Garza en el tramo final,
pero Costa Rica administré la ventaja y cerr6 el parcial 25-21 tras un error de saque mexicano,
para colocarse nuevamente al frente en el partido. Costa Rica aseguré la medalla de bronce
dominando el cuarto set después de romper el equilibrio a partir del 15-12. Los costarricenses
ampliaron la ventaja a 20-16 gracias a una sélida labor en la red de Vanega y Morales,
ademas de los ataques de Angel Monge y Grant. México intentd mantenerse en la pelea con
Cadena, Cravioto y Garza, pero los ticos administraron la diferencia con autoridad y sellaron
el triunfo por 25-19 tras un error ofensivo de Garza.

Venezuela 3, Republica Dominicana 1 — Posiciones 5/6

Venezuela derroté a Republica Dominicana 3-1 (25-21, 27-29, 25-22, 26-24) para quedarse
con el quinto lugar. Venezuela cerr6 el torneo con una segunda victoria sobre Republica
Dominicana, a la que también habia derrotado en la fase de grupos. El triunfo le permitié
finalizar la competencia con récord de 3-3 y asegurar el quinto lugar, mientras que Republica
Dominicana concluyé con marca de 1-4. Venezuela dominé en ofensiva con ventaja de 54-
46 en ataques y se beneficio de 32 errores no forzados de Republica Dominicana, mientras
cometié 30. Los dominicanos tuvieron ligera ventaja en bloqueos (15-14) y en aces (5-3). La
ofensiva venezolana fue equilibrada, con Yoisbel Galeno liderando con 18 puntos, seguido
por Jean Franco Sanabria con 17, Angel Matute con 13 y Harold Larez con 11, siete de ellos
mediante bloqueo. Por Republica Dominicana, Malik Britton fue el maximo anotador del
encuentro con 27 puntos, mientras que Wayner Compres y Melvin Albino aportaron 13
unidades cada uno. Venezuela tomé una ligera ventaja desde el inicio del primer set, pero
Republica Dominicana se mantuvo en la pelea gracias a los ataques de Malik Britton,
igualando el marcador en varias ocasiones hasta el 15-15. A partir de ese momento, los
sudamericanos marcaron la diferencia con la ofensiva de Angel Matute y Jean Franco
Sanabria, mientras Alberth Garcia fue determinante en la red con bloqueos consecutivos, uno
de ellos sobre Britton para colocar el 24-20. Aunque Republica Dominicana descontd un
punto, Sanabria sell6 el parcial con un ataque para el 25-21. Republica Dominicana respondio
en un segundo set de alta intensidad. Después de mantenerse cerca durante gran parte del
parcial, reaccion6 cuando Venezuela dominaba 22-20 y forzé un emocionante cierre de punto
a punto. Britton encabez6 la remontada con ataques decisivos para igualar el marcador en
varias ocasiones, mientras Diego De Jesus Rodriguez aport6 tanto en la distribucion como
en la ofensiva. Venezuela llegd a colocarse a un punto del set con los remates de Sanabria,
pero los dominicanos mantuvieron la calma y sellaron el parcial 29-27 con un bloqueo de
Britton sobre Matute para empatar el encuentro. El tercer parcial se mantuvo equilibrado, con
ambos equipos intercambiando el liderato hasta el empate 14-14. A partir de ese momento,
Venezuela encontr6 mayor consistencia ofensiva con Sanabria y Yoisbel Galeno, mientras
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Harold Larez fue decisivo en la red con bloqueos clave que frenaron la reacciéon dominicana.
Republica Dominicana se mantuvo en la pelea gracias a los ataques de Britton y Wayner
Compres, pero los sudamericanos dominaron los puntos finales y cerraron el set 25-22 con
un ataque de Alberth Garcia para recuperar la ventaja en el partido. El cuarto set fue una
intensa batalla que se definié en los puntos finales. Republica Dominicana llegé a tomar
ventaja de 15-13 y mantuvo la iniciativa hasta el 23-22 gracias a los ataques de Britton y
Diego De JeslUs Rodriguez. Sin embargo, Venezuela respondié con caracter, iguald el
marcador 24-24 tras una reaccion liderada por Yoisbel Galeno y el servicio de Ranses De
Roux. En el desenlace, Neyver Zabala aport6 un ataque clave y los venezolanos
aprovecharon un error dominicano para cerrar el set 26-24 y asegurar la victoria.

Guatemala 3, Nicaragua 0 — Posiciones 7/8

Guatemala cerrdé su participacion con una victoria por 3-0 (25-17, 25-13, 25-16) sobre
Nicaragua para quedarse con el séptimo lugar del torneo. El equipo guatemalteco domingé el
encuentro con ventajas de 31-22 en ataques, 10-6 en bloqueos y 6-1 en aces, ademas de
beneficiarse de 28 errores no forzados de Nicaragua, mientras cometié 17. Gerson Carranza
lider6 la ofensiva de Guatemala con 15 puntos, seguido por Christian Alvarez con 11. Por
Nicaragua, Alvaro Quesada fue el maximo anotador con 12 unidades. Guatemala tomé el
control del primer set después de un inicio parejo y, tras romper la igualdad 4-4 con una racha
que le permitié despegarse 11-6, consolidé su dominio con Christian Alvarez, quien primero
amplié la ventaja con un remate para el 12-6 y poco después con un bloqueo sobre Bryan
Quesada que colocé el marcador 15-7. Los locales mantuvieron la presion con una ofensiva
efectiva y administraron la diferencia hasta cerrar el parcial 25-17. En el segundo parcial,
Guatemala volvio a imponer condiciones desde el inicio con una ventaja de 4-0, ampliada
posteriormente a 11-2 gracias a la solidez de su bloqueo, con acciones destacadas de Diego
Carranza y José Samayoa. Los anfitriones parecian encaminarse sin dificultades al triunfo
cuando llegaron a tener ventaja de 14-4, pero Nicaragua reaccion6 con una racha de cinco
puntos consecutivos para acercarse 14-9. Guatemala respondi6 de inmediato, liderada por la
distribucion de Zufiga y una ofensiva equilibrada, para cerrar con autoridad 25-13 y colocarse
a un set de asegurar el séptimo lugar. Nicaragua presenté mayor resistencia en el tercer set
e incluso lleg6é a tomar ventaja de 7-6. Sin embargo, Guatemala respondié con una racha
impulsada desde el servicio de Diego Carranza para despegarse 14-7. Mas adelante, los
locales ampliaron la diferencia de 16-8 a 21-8 con Diego Asencio al servicio y administraron
la ventaja hasta sellar el triunfo por 25-16.
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
